DESIGN OF THE SCHOOL. 

IT is the design of this School to fit teachers for the practical 
duties of the school-room. It is, therefore, the aim of the In­
structors to give lesson on the be t methods of teaching the 
variou department of the common branches, rather than to 
survey new field of tudy. l\fuch attention is paid to pro­
cesses calculated to quicken the mind and give vivacity and 
sprightline s to the variou exerci e . The members of the 
school are called upon to give elementary le on , as if there 
were no t xt book in e.xi tence. Nothing is to be a sumed, 
nothing taken for granted. Comm ncing with the known-the 
h.nown to the child, th member who oire the le on regard 
the other member~ a a chool of children for the time, and 
arrange the topic in a natural and con ecutive order adapted 
to their capacit r and attainmen . 

Each fact, or phenomenon imr ortant to the e.xerci e, what­
ever its nature, i.. o far a po ibl , produced and xhibited in 
the pr nee of the la a the ba i of orne di tinction or 
principl whi h they ar call d upon to e"lolve from what they 
already e or know. 

The introduction of irr levant matter, the bringing in of 
om thino· a y t unknown the u of an unexplained techni al 

t rm, confu ion in th ord r of arrang men t or pr entation 
of topi , or a dietatorial and doamati method i at once, 
criti ·i d by th m mb r a ... un uited to the derelopement and 
growth of th , juv nil mind. 

It will be readily e n that the exer 'i of the school are 
p culiar ; that th y pre- uppo e a thorough academic or school 
training, an l that it i adapt d, not o well to those whose 
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sole aim is to acquire a knowledge of the different branches, as 
to tho8e whose aim is to teach the common branches. H e who 
can give a good oral lesson independent of a text-book, knows 
how to use a text-book to good advantage. Equally true 
is it, that he who relies implicitly upon the statements of a 
book, is too apt to adopt the mere words of an author without 
imbibing his spirit. In short, the school is a professional school; 
it is open for those who wish to learn how to organize, control 
and instruct a common school. It is called the " Rhode I land 
Normal School," because it is intended particularly for the 
teachers of this State, although it is open for any fi·om other 
States, ladies or gentlemen, who may wish to avail themsehes 
of its pri vilegcs. 

PROSPECTS OF PERMANENCY. 
As at present organized, the Sd10ol is supported by fees 

paid by the members and by the liberality of th friend of 
education in the city of Providence, and is in ses ion two t rm 
in the year, commencing late in the Autumn and clo ing earl T 

in the Spring. I t is intended to open the School acrain in the 
same, or in an equally convenient place, about the fir t of 
November next, and should there be, eventually, ad maud for 
an annnal school, provision will undoubtedly b male to up­
ply the demand.

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~ was in all, eighty-five, of whom eight were males ; and the aver- I 
> age number during six months was about seventy-five. 
~ The several departments of instruction embraced in the 
~ School, were those of English Language, Geography, Political 
< and Physical, Arithmetic, Elocution and Reading, in all of 
~ which, the instruction was designed to be strictly Normal in its 
, character. It supposed the pupils to be already, to a con-

siderable extent, acquainted with the outlines of their several 
studies, and was intended to drill them in the methods of 
instruction, or, in other words, to teach them how to teach. 
For this purpose, in addition to the exercises of the several in­
structors, each scholar was daily practised in the work of 
elementary teaching, the entire school being made for the time, 
a class of elementary learners. In this respect, it is believed 
that the School maintained a higher character than usually 
belongs to similar institutions ; for its pupils, having already 
completed their preparatory education, were here enabled to 
confine their attention exclusiYely to the work of learning how 
to teach, to others what they had acquired for themselves. 

From the inspection which the undersigned were able to 
give to the School, and especially from the closing examiiia­
tion, they have formed a most favorable opinion of its u eful­
ne s and efficiency. The instructors are persons of a hlgh 
order of ability and skill. They n~anifested a ~no~t COl!l­
mendable fidelity and zoal in the prosect1tion of their labors, 
and the School in all its b1•anches, has accomplished, in the 
judgn1ent of the Committee, so far as was practicable in a single 
season, tho highly useftll ends which its patrons and manag8"rs 
hadin view. It has contributed towards the higher preparation 
of tho e who attended it, for the work of toacbing children,­
a work which they have now studied as a seience and have 
loarned to practise as a profession. Even from this single ex-
periment, restricted as it has been, the Committee anticipate 
most beneficial results to the general interests of elementary 
instruction in our Public Schools. The methods of meeting 
the difficulties which chil<lhood encounters in its acqui itio11 
of knowledge, have been explained, the standard ofknmvledge, 
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~ and of skill required for this kind of instruction has been elevated : 
among those who attended the School, and they have acquired ; 
a confidence in the principles which they are to employ, that l 
'vill render them more efficient instructors whenever they may ~~ 
attempt to teach. 

> In the opinion of the Committee, a School like this, ought ~ 
> to be permanently established for the benefit of those who de- ~ 
~$ sign to become teachers in the schools-whether public or ~ 
~ private-of this State. Whether such an institution might be ~ 

most advantageou ly supported by legislative endowment or ~ 
by private liberality, or in part by both, are questions which l 
they leave for others to decide. They, however, connot refrain 
expressing their high sense of its importance to our system of 
education and their earnest hope, that should it be opened 
again in the en uing autumn it will be largely attended by 
tho e who are preparing to be teachers of the young in all the 
towns of Rhode I land.
