The importance of professional train­

ing is now recognized by all who appreciate the va lue of good 

teaching, and it is hoped that those who intend to teach in the 

schools of Hhodc Islan,], will, if possible, aYai l themselves of 

the means of preparation now provide,] by the State. 

COUR5E OF STUDY. 

A two yea rs' course of study, similar to that found in the best 

Normal Schools in this country, has been prescribed by the 

Board of Ed uca tion. It is expected that the g raduates of our 

High Schools will be able to fin ish the course in one year.

Tuition will Le free to all pupils who complete the course of 

stuuy, with the intention of teach ing in the Public Schools of 

l~hode Island. Tnose who do not intend to teach may enter the 

school for a full or partial course at reasonable rates of tuition. 

PECUNIARY AID TO THOSE IN ATTENDru'ICE. 

The mileage appropriation of fifteen hundred dollars will be

distributed among those pupils who reside at a distance exceed­

ing five miles from Providence . 

Pupils boarding in Providence will be entitled to the same 

mileage as if they lived at home. The aid fmnishecl to any one 

pupil will not exceed forty dollars per year. 

TEllMS AND VACATIONS. 

The ~chool year consists of forty weeks divided into two 

terms of twenty weeks each. The Fall and Winter Term begins 

the first Tuesday in Eeptember. The next Fall and \\'inter 

Term will close Friday, January 24, 1873. The Spring and 

Summer term will begin the first Tuesday in February, and close 

Friuay, June 27, 1873. There will be a recess of three clays 

at Thanksgiving, and of one week during the Christmas holi­

days. There will also be a recess of one week in the middle of 

the Spring Term.

RAILR(lAD AND HORSE OAR CO:II:IIUNICATION WITH THE SCHOOL. 

The railroads which cent re in Providence enable pupils in a 

large portion of the Statz, to board at home while attending the 

school. The srhool building is located at No. 265 High Street, 

within a few minutes walk of the central Depot on Exchange 

Place. Horse Cars, on nearly all the lines running into and 

through the city, pass along High street, or quite near the school 

building. All parts of the city and State are thus, by railroads 

and horse cars, bt;ought into direct and easy communication with 

the school. Railroad companies furnish tickers at reduced rates 

to those attend ing the Normal School. These tickets may be 

obtained by applying to the Principal.
