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THE BUILDING AND EQUIPMENT 

T HE schoo l building is located upon a command ing site in 

the centre of the city of Pro,·idence, near the new capitol. 

The grou nds are large, beautifully designed, and , well kept. The 

exterior of the building, of simple design, is renaissance in cha r-
' acter; but the severity of the fapdc is relieved b~; th e effect ive ar-

rangement of the parts and by the in troduction of tasteful ornament. 

The materials used are buff brick and terra cotta. 

The structure is practically fire-proof and is mod ern in all its ap­

pointments. Ample means for heat ing, ,·entilat ing, and lighting 

have been supplied, and especia l care has been taken that all plumbing 

and sanitary appliances be as perfect as possible. The walls are 

appropriately tinted, and the in creasing supply of pictures and dccor­

at i,·e material is of a high order of merit. 

The basement is g i,·en up to cloak rooms, p lay rooms, store-rooms, 

bicycie stands, a large lunch-room eq uipped with proper sen· ice facili­

ties, work-shops, boiler-room , engine-room, manual-t raining room, 

shower baths, and gymnasium lockers. Upon the first floor are the 

grade rooms, kindergarten appartments, reception roo ms, supen· isors' 

offices, teachers' rooms, lockers and lavatories for students, cooking­

school, kitchen, teachers' lunch-room, and gymnasium. The second 

.floor is devoted to offices, Trustees' room, parlor, study-ha ll , li brary, 

and the departments of biology, psychology, mineralogy, geography, 

history, and English . Upon the third .floor are the departments of 

art , chemistry, physics, and mathemat ics, recitation-room s, sewing 
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BIOLOGY AND NATURE STUDY 

This department has three rooms: a lecture-room and two labora­

tories, one each for botany and zoology. The lecture-room contains 

reading-tables and the large library of the department, and is fitted up 

for stereopticon work. 

The laboratories haYe the usual furniture, sinks with running 

water, cases, cabinets, tile-topped tables with dra\vers for instruments 

and lockers for microscopes. But in addition, -there are running­

water aquaria, compound and simple microscopes for indi1·idual 

work, imbedding apparatus and microtome for ,preparing material 

for microscopic study, human skeleton and manikin, dissectible 

models of eye, ear and brain, and the best Gen11an charts for both 

botany and zoology. There is a large amount of museum material 

for illustrating our natiYe bird s, moth s, etc. 

Since a large part of the work of the department is a study of 

living nature, large numbers of type forms of plants and animals 

are kept alive in t he laboratories, each, as far as possible, with its 

out of door environment. Fresh-water aquaria show f1sh of various 

sorts, eels, tadpoles, newts, cray-fish; dragon-fly Jarv::c, leeches, snails, 

beetles; hydrre, etc.; and , in addition, fresh-water algre, pond-weeds, 

etc. Vivaria-insect cages, miniature swamps, gardens, and the like 

--contain caterpillars, moth s, butterflies, dragon-flies, crickets, ants, 

bees, salamanders, frog s, toads, lizards, turtles, snakes, besides ferns, 

mosses, lichens, liverwort s, and many kinds of flowering plants. 

PHYSICAL SCIENCE 

The department of physical science occupies a lecture room and two 

laboratories, one each for physics and chemistry. Each room is 

supplied with a large amount of blackboard space, running water, gas 

and electric light. A locker, set of drawers, table space, and com­

plete outfi t of apparatus is provided for each student. 
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The lecture-room is conveniently situated between the two labora­
tories, and is fitted with dark curtains, lanterns, and screen for 
lantern project ion. 

The physical laboratory has a large lecture-table, and forty-eight 
sets of drawers and lockers for the use of the student s. There is 
abundant table space and apparatus to accommodate twenty-four 
st i.tdents at a time. The windows are fitted with dark curtains, and 

each table has separate electrical connect ions for individual work in 
electricity. 

The chemical laboratory has tiled floors and table-tops, glass 

shelves for reagent bottles, and a very complete supply of appara~us 
and reagents. The room is well ventilated and fi1•e extra hoods are 
provided for work with noxious gases. 

Adjoining the chemical laboratory is a commodious dark room 

fitted with every convenience for photographic work, including 

excellent cameras and apparatus for making lantern slides for use in 
the various departments. 

MINERALOGY 

The, mineralogical laboratory has wooden curtains for darkening 

the room, a large screen for lantern pictures, and a stereopticon. 

The tables are tile-topped and are furnished with drawers for tools. 

The collection of minerals has unusual educational value and contains 

some specimens of rare beauty. 

GYMNASIUM 

The gymnasium is 90 feet long and 45 feet wide, is lighted overhead 
and on three sides, and contains a gallery for spectators. 

The equipment is unusually complete, consisting of pendent ropes 

and attachments, bar-stalls and benches, Neily double boms, Swedish 

born-bars, vaulting boxes, jumping standards, balance beams, etc . 
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The locker-room under the gymnasium is equipped 11·ith lockers, 

dressing-rooms, sho11·er-baths, and la,·atories. 

THE OBSERVATION SCHOOL 

The observation school, located on the ftrst floor, comprises a 

kindergarten and the eight grades of the city schoo ls, one room for 

each grade, with about forty pupils to a room. The room s are fur­

nished with the best of modern appliances: The children in this 

school come from a regular city district. Occasionally others from 

ou1side the district are admitted, but only on' the payment of tuiticn 

to the city of Providence at the rate of $32 a y}'ar for the kindergarten 

and primary grades, or $4o a year for the grammar grades. 

Students in the Junior A Class are required to observe the teaching 

in these rooms for at least one hour a week. Students in the Senior B 

Class observe or teach for one period daily. 

THE TRAINING SCHOOLS 

The training schools in which the Seniors must teach for the last 

twenty weeks of the course are located in different parts of the State. 

For the year 1908-9, 3 7 rooms, in r8 different buildings, in 7 different 

cities and towns, have been used for this purpose. As far as possible 

each student-teacher is giYen charge of a room under regular city or 

country conditions. Two such rooms are under the direction of a 

critic teacher, who is free to teach or to direct at any time as occasion 

demands. To meet the requirements of the increasing size of the 

classes at the Normal School, se,·eral additional training rooms ''"ill 

be secured for the year 1909-10 in other parts of the State. The 

rooms in use for the current year, with the grade or grades of children 

in each room, are indicated in the following list.

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HISTORY OF THE RHODE ISLAND 
NORMAL SCHOOL 

I X r854, on the recommendation of Elisha R. Potter, Com­

missioner of Public Schools, a Stale ::\ormal School ll"as es­

tab li shed by the General c\ ssembk ll 11·as op~ned :\[ay 29, r854, 

in rooms on the corner of Broad and Eddy streets in Pro,·idence, 

ll"ilh Dana P. Colburn <~s principal. In r8si· the school ll"as re­

mo,·ecl to Bri sto l, \Yhere it rema ined unt il its d i,conl inuance in 

r86s . By an ;tcl of the General .\ ssembly, passed :\larch 14, 1871, 

the school 11·as reestablished and p laced under the management of 

the Stale Board of Educat ion and the Ccmmissicner cf Public Schools 

as a Board of Trustees. ll 11·as re-opened in PrO\·id ence, September 

6, r87 r, in tem porary quarters on Il igh Street, ,,·ith J a mes C. Creen­

<>UI!h as pri ncipal , and one hundred six students in attendance. Jan ­

uan· 23, 1879, the :\'ormal School building on Benefrt Street 11·as 

d eel icatccl and becarr:e the heme of the Rhcde l si and Normal School. 

The present building ll"as clecl icatcd September 7, 1898, and ll"as first 

opened for pupils September rz, 1898. 

::\o regular exercises of praduation ll"ere held before 1872. Since 

th at lime fourteen hundred and se1·enty-six II"O men and fort1· -three 

men ha1·e graduated from the regu lar course and three hundred and 

t11·enty-nine 11·omen ha,·e rece i,·ed the certificate of t he city of PrO\·i ­

dence. The total numbC'r of graduates i,; eighteen hundred and fr1·e 

II"Omen and forty-three men. 
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THE GENERAL AIM OF THE SCHOOL 

T H E Rhode I sland Kormal School is a professional school, 

whose single aim is the preparat ion of teachers for the 

elementary schools and kinderga rtens of the State. 

The qualifications of a goer! teacher are both natural and acqui red. 

The form er include all that we mean by personality. In detai l, 

these are : 

I. Adaptabil ity and tact ; i. e., the ab ility to ad just one's 

self in thoug ht, language, and method to the immaturity 

of children. 

2. A strong attract ion for teaching, based on a genuine lo1·e 

of children. 

3· Intellectual ability. 

4· Executi1·e abilit1·. 

S· Common sense. 

6. Good health and a cheerful disposi tion. 

One who lacks an:· of these natural qualifrcations 11 il l not leach 

"·elL Since the Normal School cannct create personality, it cannot 

mal<e teachers. Its most importa nt funct ion is t o disco1·er, to insr.ire, 

and to train the born teacher, and to fit her into her appropriate place 

in the schools. 

There can be no academic test of personality. The candidate for 

the teaching profession is adm it ted to the Normal Schcol chiefl y upon 

e1·idence of her inte ll ectua l abilit;·. The cond ition is a l11·a:·s implied 
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that she ma1· be dismissed 1Yhene1·er it becomes clear that she lacks 

conspicuously the natural qual ifrcations of the good teacher. 

To the natural teacher, ho11·eyer, the Rhode Island Xormal School 

offers unexcell ed opportunities of acquiring that profes,;ional know l­

edge and techn ical skill which are indispensable to the best teaching. 

The cou rse of study includes the necessa ry elements in the training 

of teachers: 

(r) Educational theory . The history of ecl.ucation, psychology, 

pedagogy, organ ization and manar.ement of schools. and 

the principles and art of teaching. 

(2) .\ thorough study of the subject-matt~r of the elementary 

school cu rriculum. 

(3) Observation of model teach ing. 

(4) Practice 111 le<:ching under expert supernsron. 

THE l\OR~JAL SCHOOL Al\D THE STATE HOUSE. 
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COURSES OF STUDY 

T he schoo l offers fou r co urses of study, as follows : 

I. A general course of two and one-half yea rs, \l"hich prepares 
for teaching in the primary and gramma r grades of the public schools. 

2 . A kind ergarten-prim ary course of th e same length. 

3· A special course of one yea r for teachers of successfu l ex­
perience. 

4· A course for college gradua tes. This may be taken in one 
year or in one a nd one-ha lf years, according to th e student' s pre,·ious 
preparation a nd to th e need for teaching experience in the tra ining 
schools. 

REQUIREMENTS FOR ADMISSION 

Age. Ca nd idates must be at least se,·enteen yea rs old. 

Moral Character. A written test imonia l of mora l character is 
reqpired of all ca ndid a tes. 

l-( ealth. Cand idates must present a physicia n's certi fica te stating 
tha i th ey a re in good hea lth and free from a ny phys ica l defect tha t 
would unfit them for sen ·ice as teachers. (The form found at th e 
back of thi s catalogue may be remo,·ed a nd uoed. ) 

All stud ents will be examined by th e school physician as soon as 
possible after th eir adm ission. On ly th ose \l"hO are belie,·ed to be in 

sufficiently good hea lth to enable th em to make successful teachers 
will be allo\l"ed to remain in the school. 

Scholarship. Candida tes for gradua tion mu st be gradua tes of a 
co llege or of a high school appro,·ed by th e Board of Trustees. The 
dip loma of gradua tion is accepted as suffic ient e,·idence of the 

scholarsh ip requirement, and admits a stud ent withou t ex·a mination 

to the Junior C Class.

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DESCRIPTION OF THE WORK IN THE VARIOUS 

SUBJECTS 

History of Education 

The principa l a im of this course is the statement a nd explana tion 

of modern eel ucational a im s, a nd th e examination . of some of th e 

founda tions o f educa tiona l theory. \\ ' ith this in ,· iew, the at tempt 

is made to gath er th e educational materia l studied ,under th e three 

heads : the purpose of education , the subject matter of education, the 
I 

place of the chi ld in education. A brief survey of p re-Christian edu-

cation , early Chri stian ed ucation, and medieval educat ion is followed 

by a more intensi,·e study of Comeniu s, Locke, R ousseau, Pesta lozzi, 

H erba rt, Froebel, and Spencer. T he development a nd evolution 

of th e public-school system in the United States is also briefl y con­

sidered . 

Psychology 

The course in psychology covers a period of one yea r, beginning 

"· ith the Junior B Class. The a im of the course is to g ive a compre­

hensi,·e ,· ie\\· of those facts of mental life which bear d irectly upon 

the p roblems of th e teacher. \\ ' ith th is end in view Thorndike's 

" Elements of Psychology" is firs t studied, placing special emphasis 

upon dynam ic poychology. T h is is follo\\·ecl by a careful study 

a nd discussion of Thorndi ke's " P r inciples of T eaching," in order to 

make the applicat ion to the work of the teacher as close as possible. 

Pedagogy 

The course in pedagogy co,·ers a period of one half-year. The 

work is a study of educat ional th eory based upon psychic and social 

demand s. It comprises : th e aim of education ; eel ucational agencies ; 
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be allowed to specialize to a limited extent m drawing, music, 

manual training, sewing, nature study, or in an~· of the regular school 

subjects. 

Course for College Graduates 

This course will include such work in psychology, pedagog~·, and 

history of education i\S may be needed to complete the courses in 

these subjects pre1·iously taken in college. It 11·ill include regular 

obsen·ation and practice in the Obsen·ation School, and a study of 

method s of teaching the grammar school subjects, including music, 

drawing, and gymnastics. Students in this course ma~· specialize 

to a considerable extent in sc ience, mathematics, clra11·ing, or in the 

1·a rious forms of training in the manual arts. 

GARDE:\L'\G, Gll.IDJ·: S!X. 
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Special maps haYe been prepared , some of \Yhi ch are published and 

a,·a ilable at slight cost, for study and editing in the schools of the State. 

The range of \\'Ork of th e elementary grades includes home geog­

raphy, information-ga thering and organization, and relational study, 

all organ ized about the industrial idea. Home geography (which 

centers in th e lo"·er grades about the play and. occupations of children 

and adults) considers Pro,·idencc, the selecting of material suitable for 

children, and principles of selection for any oth~r locality. Information 

co ncerning ,·arious parts of the world may be based upon our depend­

ence upon these places for our supply of 'familiar, needful com­

moditie'j_. In the middle grades this information should be gathered 

and organized to ideas of the whole earth and its relations. The 

orderly , relational teaching of continents, nations, and comm erce 

is taught, through study and lesson-planning, as the \\'Ork of the upper 

grades. 

Trips and collections, phys iographic and industrial, are made as 

found practicable ; and contributing elements of physiography, 

geology, astronomy, and physics are studied as time permits and 

correlation demand s. 

History and Civics 

History is treated as an orderly development of the institutions and 

life of mankind. Its e1·ents are the outcome of adequate causes, and, 

in turn, lead to results capable of th e clearest defmition. 

The \\'Ork of the classes in method includes a di scussion of the 

best "·ays to teach the folk lore of Greeks, Romans, Norsemen , and 

Indians, making rea l the dailY life and industries of primitiYe peoples ; 

abo a discussion of how to teach the histon· of the United States, 

sho\\'ing pupils the industrial and politica l gro\\·th of the country, 

and rle,·elopi ng the form and hi story of our ci,·il in stitutions in in­

timate association \\'ith the hi story of the nation. 

In all classes an effort is made to familiarize the pupil \\'ith such 

of the origina l sources as are a1·ai lable to students and teachers, and 
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physical conditions of the school and hygiene of the school-room; 

theories of the curriculum; school management; the principles and 

art of teaching. 

School Organization and Management 

The theory and practice of organizing and managing schools is 

presented both in the course in pedagogy and in connection with the 

pupil's work in the observation and training schools. 

Principles and Art of Teaching 

This course attempts in the simplest and most direct way to 

introduce pupils to the art of teach ing under the guidance of a few 

fundamental principles. Special study is given to such topics as the 

selection and arrangement of materials of instruction; apperception 

and its function in teaching; the presentation of new material; the 

use of charts, maps, methods, and devices; the summing up of the 

results of instruction; the five general types of teaching; and the 

art of questioning. 

Geography 

The geography courses aim to be practical and industrial; for 

they not only seek the geography needed by developing children, but 

also regard the subject as dealing with a living world. The thought 

of the earth as man kriows and uses it leads at once to the relationship 

of those uses to nature's endowment, of political and commercial 

geography to physical. 

The study of climate is based on common experience and gives the 

students opportunity for practice in teaching one another and help 

in understanding life everywhere. It is closely connected with the 

development of land forms. 

Specific study of Rhode I sland gives typical application of this 

relation ~of current industrial life to physical grography and to his­

torical-de,·elopment; and it emphasizes the study of the home State. 
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through the larva to the adu lt; common minerals and rocks; flowers 

and the relations of flowers to insects; trees, ferns, etc., form subjects 

of study. 

Theory and Practice of Teaching Nature Study in Element­
ary Schools 

This course includes a discussion of the value and aims of nature 

study and its relation to other subjects in a school curriculum; live 

material and its care; the preparation of a teacher for nature study 

work; the principles und erlying a well planned· lesson or series of 

lessons; the method of teaching nature study ; fhe method of con­

ducting field-excursions. .Many lessons and series of lessons are 

planned and given. A course of nature study for grade schools is 

outlined . Observation of nature study lessons in . the grades is a part 

of the course. 

Physical Science 

The work in physics and chemistry consists of experiments per­

formed by the students, under the supervision of the teacher, with 

the preparation of a laboratory notebook. The stud ent is led to 

derive the laws of physics from the laboratory experiences and is 

taught to observe the phenomena of chemistry. By means of lec­

tures, in many cases illustrated by the aid of the proj ecting lantern, 

general principles are stated, and attention is called to the applica­

tions of these principles to common affairs. 

A certificate from an accred ited high school that a student has 

satisfactorily completed a course in physics including mechanics, 

sound , heat, light, magnetism, and electricity, with laborato ry work. 

""ill exempt her from the study of physics. A similar certificate for 

chemistry, including laboratory work, will exempt a student from the 

'tudy of chemistry. Blank certificates may be obtained on applica­

tion. 
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especially to bring the future teacher into close contact with the great 

masterpieces of historical writing. 

Biology 

The subjects of this department are physiology, botany, zoology, 

and nature stuch·. The aim of the department is to prepare teachers 

of na ture study ; to teach them to see, to understand, to in terpret; 

to g i1·e them a broad acqua intance and a real interest in nature. 

Physiology 

The object of the course in physiology is to acquaint the student 

with the life-processes of the human body, and \\·ith this as a basis 

to give attention to the study of hygiene. Only enough anatomy is 

taught to make intelligible the main facts of physiolog~- and hygiene. 

Permanently prepared microscopic slides, the skeleton, the man_ikin , 

and mod els of separate organs,· such as the heart, eye, ear, and brain, 

are Yaluable aids. The fundamental ph1·siological facts are presented 

in their broad outlines as far as possible b~- constant induction from, 

and reference to, the facts of daily experience. In this way the facts 

taught are brought to bear on the hygienic conduct of life. Simple 

laboratory experin\ents are used. A study of the effects of a lcoholics 

and narcotics on ,the digestive, circulatory, and nen·ous systems is 

made a part of the course. 

Botany, Zoology and Mineralogy as a Preparation for 
Teaching Nature Study 

A study, in their seasons and in their natural relations, of plant 

and animal forms which can be used to adYantage in grade work. 

The course, therefore, gives much laboratory study of living materia l 

and much field work. Practice is gi1·en in stocking and keeping 

aquaria. Native birds are studied in the field. Seeds, bu lbs, and 

buds; fishes, amphibia, and reptiles; insects and their de1·elopment

Reading Method 

Th is course aims to equ ip the student wi th a definite idea of the 

leaching of reading in the elementary school. Method discussion is 

made as significant as possible by a systematic study of reading 

classes in the successive grades of the observation department. 

Text-books are examined with a view to their later use in practice 

classes. A course of phonics is developed in connection with the 

teaching of primary reading. 

Oral Reading 

Mechanics of Speech. This subject includes phonetlcs; articu­

lation and pronunciation; exercises to discipline the organs of speech 

in accurate and agreeable action. 

Technic of Vocal Expression. The aims are to augment the per­

sonal_ equipment of the student by the practice of effective reading 

and speaking, combined with training of the speaking voice; and to 

prepare for the teaching of reading by furnishing criteria of good 

reading and by tracing the principles, psychological and physiological, 

that underlie expression. 

Drawing 

T his course includes the various subjects which make up the 

courses of drawing in the public schools. Because design should 

be the fundamental principle underlying all these subjects, it is made 

the basis of all nature drawing, object drawing, constructive work, 

and color. 

In addition to drawing, as such, all forms of the manual arts which 

can be carried on without special equipment, such as raffia work, 

wood-block printing, and stenciling, are taken up, as far as time 

allows. Blackboard drawing, as a means of expression necessary 

to the grade teacher, receives especial attention. 
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Mathematics 

Arithmetic. The aim of this work is a comprehensive review of 

principles and processes in order that the student may gain skill in 

computation, a broader, clearer , and more accurate knowledge of 

the subject, and power to analyze conditions. 

Arithmetic Jl!l ethod. A study is made of the principles underlying 

the teaching of the subject in primiary and grammar grades. The 

subject is analyzed with the purpose of discovering what parts are 

best adapted to the ends in view. The work is outlined for all grades, 

a nd plans for the more d ifficult lessons are worked out in detail. 

English Literature 

The course in literature is a study of types: Palmer's translation 

of the Odyssey for the epic, Shakspere's plays for the elrama, Pal­

grave's " Golden Treasury" and Browning's poems for the lyric, 

and Stevenson and Emerson for the essay. Programs from modern 

writers are given throughout the year by the instructor or by groups 

of students. The aim of the course is not only to increase the stu­

dent's knowledge and appreciation of li terature, but also to develop 

the literary juclg,ment necessary to select literature for children. 

English Method 

The course in~'Eng lish Method includes a discussion of the aims, 

content, and method of language, grammar, and composition in the 

elementary schools; the preparation of lesson plans; courses in read­

ing, one of which is designed to give familiarity with material for lan­

guage work, particularly the myth and poetry, and a second intended 

to form an introduction to the pedagogical literature of the subject; 

practice in story-telling and in teaching.

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The application of this work is found in the consideration of a 

graded course of study, in a study of methods, and in practice teaching. 

Gymnastics 

The aims of this department are, first, to promote the general 

health of students, to correct faults of posture and carriage, to de­

velop muscular control, and to encourage the formation of habits 

of hygienic living; second, to enable the students to conduct intelli­

gently lessons in gymnastics. 

During the first year the work consists of floor and apparatus work 

in Swedish gymnastics, classic dancing, and gymnasium games. 

This work is continued in the second year. In addition there are 

lectures on personal hygiene by th e examining physician ; instruction 

in the principles of gymnastics by the director of the department; 

squad drills conducted by students in the gymnasium ; practice in 

teaching rhythmic exercises and games in class; discussion of school­

room conditions, and actual practice in teaching children . 

Arrangements are made for gymnasium suits at moderate prices. 

Students are requested not to buy gymnasium shoes until their feet 

have been tested. 

,Manual Arts 

Thoroughly practical courses are offered m school gardening, 

manual training, sewing, aJi.d cookery, including dietetic~, marketing, 

and serving. In connection with these courses, students are requ ired 

to observe the teaching of these subjects in the different grades. 

Music 

The entire school meets each week in chorus for practice in singing 

at sight and for enjoying the works of the masters of music. 

An additional hour of each week of the Junior and Senior years 

is giYen to instructing students how to teach music in the public 

schools. 
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cus,ion, insure progre"" from one recitation to another in the de,·elop­

ment of subject:;. 

· Practice in Training SchooL-Senior A 

The training school system has been described on page 12. Stu­

dents of Senior :\ are appointed to the training schools for a term 

of t11·enty weeks. Here e,·ery student is responsible for the teaching 

and management of school-room, subject to the ordinary cond itions 

of town or city. The work of each school is directed by a cr itic 

teacher, while the whole scheme is under the per~onal supen· ision 

of the principal of the ~ormal School. 

SPECIAL STUDENTS 

Specia l students are admitted at the beginning of any term to 

classes already organized , pro,·ided th at they satisfy th e principal 

of their qualifications for enter ing these classes. Cand idates may 

be requi red to pass examinations. In estimating qualifications, 

~pec i al fa,·or is shown to teachers of experience. Special students 

recei1·e no diploma or cert if1cate. 

DISCIPLINE AND ATTENDANCE 

\\"hoewr aspires to the responsible office of teacher should habitu­

a lly practice self-control. This doctrine furnishes the key to th e 

d isciplinan· policy of this school. Pupils are treated with con­

fidence, and, to a large extent, the go1-crnment of the schoo l is left 

in their hands. :\!most no rules are made, but it is the constant 

effort to create such an atmosphere that adherence to the best ideals 

shall be easy and naturaL 

Regular attendance is necessary for successful 11·ork. 

Xo student is a llowed to teach in any day school, except as an 

occasional :>ub,titute and with the permi;;sion of the principaL 
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Observation 

Observations in model kindergarten and in city kindergartens one 

morning each week. 

Practice 

Assisting in the city kindergartens through half the Senior year. 

Mothers' Meetings 

Mothers' meetings in connection with the kindergarten are held 

once a month. Informal talks on some subject related to child­

training are given to the mothers, followed by a social period, during 

which time tea is served. Occasional meetings are held for a dis­

tinctly social time. 

OBSERVATION OF MODEL TEACHING 

The observation school meets the need of a preliminary course in 

observation and practice. Its eight rooms are in the charge of 

teachers selected for their skill and ability. 

Observation.-Junior A 
I 

Students are assigned in groups to the kindergarten and the several 

rooms. Each group passes successively from grade to grade, so 

making the entire circuit. Observations are systematically directed 

and interpreted, until observers are familiar with methods, material 

and devices used, and are fairly intelligent as to what may be expected 

of children at different stages in their school career. 

PRACTICE IN TEACHING UNDER EXPERT SUPER­
VISION 

Practice in Observation School.- Senior B 

Students are allowed to specialize, to some extent, in their practice 

work, according to their tastes or aptitude for primary, intermediate, 

or grammar classes. Daily individual criticisms and group dis-

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tributed among those students who reside in the State at such a d is­

tance tha t the\· are unable to reach the school by th e payment of a 

n\·e-cent fare . P upils boa rding in P roYidence will be entitled to 

the same mileage as if they li\·ed at home. The a id furni shed to any 

.o ne pupi l ca nnot exceed one hundred dollars per year. 

N ON-RESIDENT STUDENTS 

Students not resid ing in Rhode I sland are requ ir ed to pay tuition 

at the rate of $rso a year, payable half-yearly i~ ad\·ance. They 

recei\·e no mileage and no a llowance for ca r fares in go ing to and 

from tra ining schoo ls. 

SOCIAL LIFE 

T o meet the socia l needs of students, se \·era l organiza tions are 

maintained. R eceptions a nd public enterta inments a re arranged 

by these organiza tions and by the several classes at frequent inten·als 

during the school year. 

EMPLOYMENT OF GRADUATES 

T he demand for professionally tra ined teachers is in creasing, 

and, both fo r th e good of the schools and for their own adva ntage. 

a ll who intend to teach in Rh ode I sland a re urged to prepare them­

selves in the Rhode I sland Kormal SchooL 

Graduates of this school easily fi nd employment. During the 

past few years the demand has been greater than the supply. 

School superintendents and members of school committees a re 

cordially invited to \· isit the school and to consult with the principal 

when about to select teachers for th eir schools. Under the system 

of tra ining connected with this schoo l, one-half of each senior class 

may be seen a t work at any time. 
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GENERAL INFORMAT ION 

BOARD 

The school maintains no dorm itory, but those who wish to board 

in the city \\'i ll be aided in securing accommodations. Board usually 

costs from $3.50 to $s.oo per week. The principal especially rec­

ommends the St. }! aria Home, on GO\·ernor street, and the Young

$3.50 per week. At the latter, prices range from $3.75 to $5.00 per 

week.

SPECIAL ADVANTAGES 

Unusual opportunities are offered to the students of the Rhode 

Island Normal School. In addition to the advantages arising from 

its splendid building and equipment, its unique and em inently prac­

tical training system is one of its strongest features. This system 

embodies to a remarkable extent the recommendations of the " Report 

of the Committee of Fifteen on the Training of Teachers." After 

the first preliminary teaching in the Observation School, student 

teachers 'are trained, not by making them assistants or substitutes, 

or by givJ ng them small groups of chi ldren, but by plac ing them in 

charge of regular schools under such conditions as they will meet 

after graduation. Here during the five months of training they are 

thrown on their own resources to a large extent. They learn to 

master the work of one grade, to teach with due regard for the de­

velopment of the children, and they gain that close contact with 

child life which is so essential in a good teacher, and \o\·hich can be 

gotten only by a teacher in charge of her own children. 

The school offers a st rong and practical co urse of study, including 

many electives in the va rious form s of the manual arts. Its work is 

thoroughly professional from the first. 

The library fac ilities are unusua lly extensive. In addition to the 

large and carefu lly selected school library, there are at th e service of
