The colored 
Easter eggs are taken for gifts too. It 
is a great thing among these people 
to go calling on Easter Sunday bear ­
ing eggs which are used to play 
games with in t1,eir friends' homes. 

The idea of one of these games is 
for the players standing next to one 
another and each holding an egg, to 
see which can crack an egg with his 
egg first. The player cracking the 
most eggs wins. Rolling gsimes also 
are played with Easter eggs. 

Egg s Ar e Ble sse d 

It is the centre of the Easter feast 
:tor all of these nationelities, to be 
sure. But in addition to eating it all 
foreign gro ups mentioned except the 
Italians, take it to church, play 
games with it, go calling with it , and 
give it to children of their friends for 
presents. Not in its natural form, to 
b e sure, but colored far more• fan­
cifully than those of American chil ­
dren who believe the Easter bunny 
lays them. 

Collection Sho wn 
A collection of colored eggs made 

by Russians and Armenians here is 
be ing shown at the International In­
stit ute of the Y. W. C. A. Some of 
t he Russian eggs shown look like 
th ose commonly colored in this 
country, but others are more elabo­
rate with st ars and complicated pat­
terns worked on them in wax. Eggs 
contributed by the Armenians are 
brown with "Happy Easter" de­
signed upon them. 

Russians use the old calendar so 
that their Easter falls on the 28th 
instead of this coming Sunday. It is 
the custom for the Russian priest to 
come to the home of his parishioners 
to bless the Easter eggs , or if it is 
im possible for him to get aro J nd to 
all of the homes, the people take at 
least part of their Easter eggs and 
the cheese cake which also is a part 
of their celebration to the Church to 
be blessed. 

The Ru ssian Easter evening service 
lasts for sever.al hours well toward 
the dawn of Easter itself, the servic es 
for the colony here usually being 
held in the Manville Rus sian Ortho -

Included also in the exhibit is a 
la rge chin a Easter egg resembling a 
da rnin g egg which might have been 
u sed for a giant's stocking, so large 
is it.

To prepare the eggs for thei r ~ as-
t er celeb r ation , both the Ru ssians 
and Arme ni an s in P rov id ence ha r d 
boil th em fir st . The Russians put _on 
the des ired pa t tern wit h a t oothpick 
dipped in yellow wa x. Th e eggs 
are then dipped in the dye of the de-
sired color. 

Boiled with Onions 
The Armen ians ha ve a uniq u e 

method of coloring egg s, su~h. as th_at 
shown in the Institute exhib it , boil­
ing them with onions, the wate r ma k ­
ing the eggs a dark bro wn. A blea ch­
ing fluid is used for the Ea~ter greet­
ing which is w~itten with a pen 
dipped in the fluid. .

The Museum of the Rhode Island 
School of Design will open an Ex­
hibition of Portuguese Handicraft on 
Saturday afternoon. The exhibition 
will include handwoven bedspreads, 
laces, embroideries, basketry, jew­
elry and pottery wares, lent by Por­
tuguese living in Providence, East 
Providence and Valley Falls. All the 
articles shown were made in Portu­
gal, most of them in the Azores and 
Madeira, and many of the embroid­
eries are family heirlooms. 

Portuguese music will be played 
by the Providence College Music 
Trio, composed of Miss Rita Bicho, 
Miss Mary Bicho and Miss Hope 
Smith; and young ladies from the 
Portuguese Ladies Social Club of 
Providence will serve as hostesses.

of Pqrtuguese Handicrafts 

Displays of French and Chinese Paintings Removed 
aN Main Gallery ;;: Hung with Subjects f~om 

Permafie-nt Collections.-Oth r Shows Noted 

Following the displays of French 
Paintings done in Africa, and the 
Chinese Paintings that have occu­
pied the Museum galleries at the 
Rhode Island School of Design for 
several weeks, the main gallery in 
the old building has been rehung 
with the selections from the per­
manent collections, some of which 
have not been shown for some time. 
The special alleries adjoining the 
main gallery in the old building have 
been rearranged with a special ex­
hibit of Portuguese handicrafts 
owned by women of Rhode Island, 
who came from the Azores, chiefly 
from the Island of Fayal, and from 
other points iri the Old World. Col­
lected by Miss Miriam A. Banks, 
Curator of the Museum, from Portu­
guese living in Providence, East 
Providence and Valley Falls, the 
hand-woven bedspreads and em­
broideries, the laces and other ex­
amples of handiwork were made by 
the mothers and grandmothers of the 
lenders and are cherished family 
possessions. 

The opening of the exhibit was 
featured yesterday afternoon with a 
program of Portuguese music in the 
gallery, by a trio from the Provi­
dence College of Music Miss Rita 
Bicho, Miss Mary Bicho and Miss 
Hope Smith. Members of the Portu­
guese Ladies' Social Club served as 
hostesses and every Saturday after­
noon during the month members of 
the club will be in attendance to ex­
plain the exhibit to visitors. The ~x­
hibit is being held in co-operation 
with the International Institute of 
Providence. 

The galleries are open daily from 
10 to 5 o'clock and on Sunday~ from 
2 until 5 o'clock through May 19, 
and special arrangements have b_een 
made to have the exhibit acces~1ble 
to the public on Tuesday evenings, 
from 7 to 9 o'clock.

The exhibition of Portuguese 
handicrafts on view at the School of 
Design museum shows not only the 
great beauty of design and skill of 
workmanship that was attained in 
the crafts but gives an idea of the 
treasures that may be owned among 
the foreign-born groups in our city . 
The crafts represented here cover a 
wide range, various types of lace 
work and hand weaving forming a 
large part of it. Muc;h of the work 
is Continental but many of the 
articles, including the Crevo lace 
work and a beautiful black net 
shawl with straw embroidered pat- I 
tern, that looks like gold from a 
short distance, are from the Azores. 
Am ong the costumes, a long black I 
tuni c with a large hood suggests an 
ear ly religious dress but actually is 
a t yp e of costume of everyday use 
that has come down from Moorish 
in fl ue n ce, and is still worn to some 
extent. The costume here repro­
duce d is very gay in color and is of 
a district of Northern Portugal where 
p eop le are of a blond type. It is 
cha racteristi:: of the peasantry of the 
old countries, living close to the 
soil th at in marked contrast to the 
t on ' of everyday life, their costumes, 
m usic an d poet ry are to a great ex ­
ten t of a gay and live ly temp o.

Tour ~ ade of 50 or 60 Homes to Get Interesting 

Articles; Many Come From Azores, but Some 
Were Made in Continen tal Portugal 

If the designs of costume ma­
terial~. bedspreads, curtains, laces, 
kerch!efs and even towels used by 
American women suddenly begin to 
exhibit a Portuguese inuence, the 
answer. may be that textile stylists 
have discovered an exhibit now 
goinr;- on at the Rhode Island School 
of Design. 

A tour of 50 or 60 Portuguese 
homes in and around Providence by 
Miss Miriam A. Banks of the 
museum staff, and Miss Emily Silva, 
of the International Institute of the 
local Y. W. C. A., has resulted in a 
bright-hued, varied and unfailingly 
interesting display of Portuguese 
handicraft in the old galleries of the 
museum. The exhibition ends May 
19. 

For the most part, the items dis­
played come from the Azores al~ 
though some are from contin~ntal 
Portugal and there is one lace bed· 
spread, so enormous it had to be 
folded several times to fit the avail­
able wall space, which came from 
Madeira. 

MANY ARE GIFTS 
Few of the articles displayed were 

made by people of Portuguese inheri­
tance now living in this country. 
Most of them were sent over as gifts 
by relatives. Yet all the utilitarian 
articles are in daily use in homes 
around here. Some of the brilliant• 
ly-colored bedspreads were taken off 
the beds to go into the exhibit. 

Handwoven, they are (Miss Banks 
says) much like American home­
made bedspreads, except in color. 
American bedspreals run to a con­
servative blue. The Portuguese 
spreads are in cerise and other 
bright colors. Even Miss Banks was 
surprised, she says, that such beau­
tifully colored bedspreads were 
found in the Portuguese homes, still 
in use. 

I NTERESTING FEATURES 
Not all of the items are of a sort 

to survive modernity, but some of 
the hold-overs from older times are 
among the most interesting things 
in the show. 

There is, for instance, a "capote," 
a hooded cloak in a navy b lue so 
dark it seems black. The old women 
of the Azores still use these. The 
h ood extends far out in back of the 
h ead, stiffened with w h a lebone a n d 
buckram. A woma n in th e Azo r es, 
going home from marke t in one of 
these need have n o fear of becom ­
in g in volved in a long conversa t ion 
w ith someo ne she does n ot like. It 
is poss ible fo r h er to draw h er h ead 
far bac k into t he bonne t and cover 
l er face so thorough ly he r own 
family would not recognize her. 

The capote is shown on a stand, 
but to make plain how it appeared 
in action, a figurine and a doll 
dresse r in capotes are shown alnog ­
sid e .

To Show Italian Handicraft 
This afternoon, an Italian musical 

program will be given in the main 
gallery in the old building of the 
Rhode Island School of Design in 
connection with the opening of the 
exhibition of Italian Handicrafts 
from Providence homes arranged in 
the special galleries adjoining. 

This exhibit is one of the series of 
racial handicrafts which have beeo 
held from time to time in the Mu­
seum galleries in co-operation with 
the International Institute. It com­
prises silks and embroideries, textiles 
and fans, silver and brass and old 
jewelry, displayed in cases around 
the galleries, while a special display 
of textiles and lace and jewelry. 
from the permanent collections of 
the Museum, is arranged in the tex­
tile gallery between the old and new 
buildings. 

A magnificent assemblage of em-
broidered silk shawls , dripping with 
fringe, is a feature of the Italian col­
lection. In black and white, in rose 
and gold, in black and orange, in 
apricot and champagne, they are a 
mass of shimmery glory. One white 
shawl has a black border with deep 
silken fringe shading from black to 
white. A black and orange shawl 
has deep orange fringe, while a 
cream white shawl is heavy with 
embroidery and deep knotted fringe. 

And there is a Venetian lace bed­
spread, two filet lace spreads, a beau- 1 
tiful pillow lace spread , pieces of 
old family silver , Florentine leather \ 
work and beautiful embroidered 
linens, old gold jewelry, wood carv­
ing , a fan which was once carried 
at the court of Naples and pieces of 
brass and copper and other domestic 
utensils which have been in use in 
Providence and Old World homes. 

In the special showing from the 
Museum collection are fine pieces of 
Italian 16th century Reticello and 
cutwork Genoese and needlepoint 
bobbin laces and other examples of 
16th and 17th century Italian handi­
craft. Several pieces of ecclesiasti­
cal and secular chasubles; a piece of 
voided velvet in beige, with blue and 
green in the pattern; an embroidered 
chasuble, a piece of 15th century vel­
vet in a deep blue and a brocaded 
velvet chasuble. 

Cases of Venetian glass; of won-
derful old Italian jewelry, notably a 
set of table cut rubies in enamelled 
gold setting; a Sardinian set of neck­
lace brooch and earrings of 17th 
century; a number of "Giardinetti," 
(little garden), rings set with flowers 
in stones; a wed ing ring with the 
clasped hands det gn; beautiful pen­
dants; pieces of ronze, notably . a 
Madonna in re f sculpture m 
bronze and 16th entury figures in 
polychromed wood.

Heirlooms Show Skill and Artistry 
In viewing the collection at the 1 

R. I. School of Design Museum of 
Italian handicrafts from the homes 
of Providence residents, one feels 
once more a tinge of regret for our 
machine civilization, mingled with a 
feeling of hope, that the present 
widespread effort to bring the ma­
chine and the arts into closer co­
operation will result in machine-age 
arts that may be quite as significant 
in their capacity of expressing the 
period. 

1n view o! the previous exhibitions, 
made possible through the interest of 
various groups of residents of foreign 
extraction, there is assurance that 
many rare examples of handicraft 
are owned in Providence , and ap­
precii3ted for their fine qualities, and 
it is also worthy of note that through 
the activities of organizations such 
as the Handicraft Club and the Fed­
eral Hill House, many crafts are still 
carried on. 

The exhibitions that have been 
held from time to time by the latter 
institution have made everyone ac­
quainted with the fine work that has 
been produced by Italian residents, 
but the handicrafts now being shown 
at the Museum, are for the most part 
older pieces brought over from Italy 
at different times and carefully pre­
served. Many laces are shown, some 
of very delicate intricate types, oth­
ers worked out on a larger scale 
with coarser thread, while embroi­
deries of gayly colored patterns, ap­
plied to sprf''I~ shn'f\l'ls, and cos­
tumes, are numerous. 

Equally interesting and exq:iisite 

in workmanship is the metal work 
and jewelry, some of it appearing to 
be quite old, and the silverware hav­
ing a heaviness that contrasts with 
the thinness of the early American 
ware. 

In the jewelry case much coral 1s 
in evidence in . several fine neck­
laces and earrings, while many rings 
and bracelets of excellent workman­
ship are shown. There are copper 
cooking utensils, from coffee pots to 
ladles and baking dishes, but an ab­
sence of basketry or pottery.

This has been and still is the com­
pelling force behind our efforts to ( 
solve social welfare problems. Only 
in its manifestations has it altered, 
inevitably with time and the growth

of the city. 
The report of the Providence Sur­

vey, now made public, therefore does 
not raise the issue whether we who 
live here want to help the downtrod­
den, the weak and the sick. It 
recognizes this as obvious fact, and 
proceeds at once and accurately to 
the genuine issue-whether we are 
being good neighbors efficiently. 
For this purpose and this alone the 
survey was made. 

The value of the report derives 
chiefly from the perspective which it 
gives the citizen, enabling him to see 
the problems of the modern com­
munity in true proportion and rela­
tionship, as through the eyes of an 
intelligent visitor 0£ broad ex­
perience in such matters. 

Thus it is made clear that we have 
not gone as far as we might, aud 
should, in Providence, in the direc-

' tion of a distinct and purposeful divi­
sionacxf functionsF0.nd -responsibilities 
as between public or governmental 
agencies on the one hand and private 
qgencies on the other, and within 
each of these groups as well, so that 
the field of effort it is desired to cover 
may be covered efficiently and effec­
tively. 

It is not at all surprising to be 
told this. Providence has three cen -
turies of background. It has been 
successively a tiny settlement in the 
wilderness, a larger but homogene­
ous community geared simply to a 
farming hinterland and tidewater 
fisheries, an expanded community 
enjoying a new and far-flung sea 
trade, a greatly grown city of manu ­
factures and polyglot populatio n, 
and finally the densely settled, high ­
ly in dustrialized and socia lly com­
plex urban hub of a metropolitan 
trading area. 

Th e necessity for ex pa nsion and 
organization of social we lfare, chari ­
tabl e and public hea lth ac tivities to 
kee p pac e wiuh gr owth an d nee d 
du ring this long histo r y, an d par ­
ti cula rly th e latter part of it, was so 
compelli ng tha t oft en obj ect ives

were confused and ho est efforts 
thereb y parti ally null' ed. P erhaps 
there could have ' en no clear-cut 

l conception of p ose and plan for 
action during such swift and im­
portant changes in the city's charac­
ter as have occurred during the last 
·generation. 

Bu t the organization in 1923 of the 
Council of Social A@nc ies which 
ar r anged for trie present s~rvey to 
be made, and in 1926 of the Com­
munity F und, which finan ced the 
survey, were giant's steps of pr ogress 
toward the goal of planned and 
smoothly fun_ctioning welfare work. 
The Council came into being as a 
coordinating body, and has since 
brought much order out of much 
chaos. The Fund came into being as 
the medium of money-raising and 
financial management for a great 
number of organizations previously 
dependent on public tag days and 
private whim and caprice for funds

Parallel with developments in the 

field of private effort, privately fi­
nanced, government developed a tax­
financed group of agencies of its own, 
notably in the fields of public health 
and relief, with the city, the State 
and the nation all participating under 
their respective and not always har­
monious conceptions of what needed 
to be done and who should do it.

But no w we would be ne glectful 
of our continuin g responsi bilities, 
and needless ly prodigal in the ex­

In gen­
eral the purpose of these adjust­
ments will be to remedy deviations 
from the principle that government 
agencies should bear the responsi­
bility for the relief of economic need, 
whereas the private agencies should 
concentrate on the prevention of an­
ti-social situations wherever possi­
ble, and on the amelioration of such 
situations where they develop in 
spite of the preventive technique.

The wonder is that under such 
diffused authority, by means of such 
varied techniques, and in the absence 
of any central plan accepted by all 
participants in the work, the task of 
administering social welfare, charita­
ble and public health work in Provi­
dence has been carried on as effec­
tively as it has, with rl:tively so 
few areas of neglect and stances of 
overlapping programs. · 

The record in fact spe s well for 
the vitality of the spirit which has 

· particularize as to the application of 
this principle, making specifically 
clear what changes are called for in 
the opinion of the experts who have 
studied our problems. They should 
be read with an open mind and a 
ke.en interest not merely by those 
actively engaged in social welfare, 
charitable and public health work 
in Providence, but likewise by the 
many thousands of citizens who are 
the financial supporters of the vari­
ous agencies, through taxes or pri­
vate contributions or both. 

No pell-mell rush to reform our 
institutions is called for. There 
would best be no ballyhoo or other 
wasteful expenditure of energy at 
the probable expense of intelligent 
action. What is needed is, first, a calm i

the people of Prov ence, with this 
report serving as art and compass, 
and then a serie of readjustments 
thoroughly considered and deliber­
ately made.

Old Building at 64 Jackson ~ / )'1 l 1 
Street to Be Torn Down 

After Long Service. 

WHITMARS~ WAS FOUNDiER 

E stablished Hom eopathy in St r uc­

t ure in 1895; Carried on Wo rk 

T here fo r N in e Y e a rs 

The old brick building at 64 Jack­
son street which was the direct fore­
runner of the modern Homeopatl;lic 
Hospital on Chalkstone avenue, went 
into the hands of wreckers yester­
day. 

The four-story, ivy-covered build­
ing served for '.'l years as the pioneer 
work ot homeopathy was carried on 
in Rhode Island. Now it will be 
razed to make way , eventually, for a 
gymnasium for the Young Women 's 
Christian Associat10n, whose build ­
ing adjoins 1hc site. 

Its history is Jinked to the founder 
of the Homeopathic , Hospital. Dr . 
Henry A. Whitmarsh of this city, 
dean of homeopathic physicians in 
the State. 

In 1895, Dr. Whitmarsh, who had 
been eagerly pursuing the develop­
ments of homeopathy , opened a small 
private hospital in the building, aim­
ing to aid in the advance::ment of the 
science. For nine years he carried 
on his work there, and then in 1904 
his ambitions for a public Homeo­
pathic Hospital for Providence were 
crystalized. He ' called a meeting of 
a few persons interested in the proj ­
ect and a hospital association was 
forme d. 

It purchased the Whitmarsh prop­
erty and soon ;:ifter merged wit h t he 
Rhode Island Homeopathic Hospital, 
in existence since 1878. That same 
year, a nurse 's training school was 
established, and the hospital flour ­
ished . 

T he hospital's capacity of 25 beds 
very soon became sorely taxed in the 
face of numerous applications for ad­
mittance. But the association car ­
ried on its work and even established 
a free dispensary in quarters near 
t he Y. M. C. A. building . 

Despite the modest quarters of the 
J ackson street hospital, the associa ­
ti on proudly reporte d in 1908 that 
''T he operating room in aseps is or 
surgica l cleanliness affords to sur ­
geo ns r esu lt s perha ps eq ual to thos e 
anywhere to be obta ine d." Dr . 
Char les H . F inc h was superinten dent 
tha t ye ar. 

Encou raged by ihe hospita l' s su c­
cess the association launch ed the 
Ho spital Aid Associ atio n w ith the 
pu r pose of begliliil11g a fund for a 
new building and inc rea sing funds 
for the old hospital. It was not 
until 1922, however, that a definite 
campaign was launched. In a mem­
orable drive. more than $1,000,000 
was raised and the construction of 

the new hospital on Chalkstone ave ­
nu e was begun. 

In the spring of 1925, 10 patients 
wer e moved from,, h e old bu ildin g 
to the new one, a the old hosp i­
tal's two decades f service was 
ended. 

The building has been used as a 
rooming house and in 1929 was pur ­
chased by the Y. W. C. A. It has 
been vacant for a num ber of yea rs.

Portuguese Handicraft Exhibit 
On View at School of Desi , 

Articles Brought Here by Rhode Island Citizens 

Whose Traditions Are Rooted in That Counl7y 

Described by Curator Miriam A. Banks 

An exhibition of handi craft made 
in Portu gal and brought here by 
Rh ode Isl and citizens whose tr adi­
t ions a r e roote d in th at country 
opened yes terd ay in the galle ries 
of th e mu seum at th e Rhode Island 
School of Design. The exhibition 
will continue for two w eeks. 

In the accompan ying article , 
Miss Miriam A. Banks , curator of 
the School of Design Museum , de­
scri bes the ari icle s whi ch are seen 
in the exhi bition , their uses and 
the her itag e of the Por tugu ese­
Am ericans.

Upon a rock in Massachusetts, not 
many miles to the north of our Provi­
dence Plantations, Professor Edmund 
B. Delabarre of Brown University 
some years ago deciphered the name 
of an Azorian explorer, Miguel Corte . 
Real, together with the date, 1511. 
This contemporary of Christopher 
Columbus may have been the first, 
but he was certainly not the last na ­
tive of that cluster of green Atlantic 
isles we call the Azores, to find a 
home in this part of the New World. 
The region of those islands has been 
for centuries the sporting -ground of 
whales, and it was the whaling ships 
of our New England seaports which 
brought the first Portuguese, and 
thereby forged the first link in a 
chain which was to grow mightily in 
the latter part of the 19th century 
and the earlier decades of the twen­
tieth, until today there are some 8000 
Portuguese in Providence, the great 
majority being Azorians. 

Every people who have come from 
the older countries of Europe to be­
come incorporated into the fabric of 
our American civilization have 
brought with them their particular 
traditions and culture. In the pas ­
sion for "Americanization" which 
was born during the period of the 
World War, t)lis precious cultural 
heritage has frequently been over­
looked or underestimated. One phase 
of a national culture is expressed in 
handicraft, and it is to bring home 
to the people of Providence, the color 
and gaiety and genial charm which 
the Portuguese have brought, per ­
haps unwittingly but yet inevitably, 
to the cultural life of our city, that 
there bas been assembled in the gal ­
leries of the Museum of the Rhode 
Island School of Design, with the 
co-operation of the International I n­
stitute, an exhibition of hand­
wrought articles made in Portugal 
and br~ght here by our fellow-citi­
zens whose earliest home, or whose 
parents' home, was in the land 
whence Miguel Corte-Real adven­
tured hither in the early 16th cen­
tury. 

Remnants of Atlantis 
The Azores, or Western Islands, lie 

about 2000 miles to the eastward of 
the United States. Ever since an 
intrepid Portuguese mariner named 
Francisco Cabral discovered them in 
the early 15th century, they have 
been under Portuguese dominion, 
save for the period between 1580 and 
1640 when the Spaniards ruled. Some 
theorists have believed them to be 
the r emn ants of Plato's lost Atlantis, 
and even if they are not the Fortunate 
Isles Hercules sought, the "go lden 
fruit" of the oran ge ma y be p icked 
there, and their tropical luxurian ce 
mak e th em ver it abl e natural gar-

dens which a poetical mind can eas­
ily transpose into the Garden of the 
Hesperides. Life is still very simple, 
very primitive there, and for years 
the more adventurous of the in hab­
itants have forsaken thei,r beautiful 
island homes and sailed westward to 
find the golden apples of material 
wealth. 

When cherished possessions are to 
be carrie d to a far-off land, it is usu ­
ally the women -folk who pa ck the 
trunks, and the articles selecte d ar e 
those which appeal to a feminine eye. 
Inevitably, fine needlework wrought 
for the dower-chests would find its 
way therein; and women of all class­
es in the Azores are adept in the craft 
of the needle. Towels, bed-linen, 
aprons, are edged with a type of 
drawnwork known as crevo work, 
exquisite yet substanti al. Tab le­
mats of bobbin lace or sturdily 
wrought ft.let vie with elaborately 
patterned cutwork. Articles in 
crochet, while not peculiarly Portu ­
guese, are distinguished for precise 
execution. An interesting variety of 
lace is that of straw embroidery on 
black net, the shiny yellow straw 
having something of the brilliance of 
gold. In the exhibition, there are 
tiny aprons, doilies, a scarf, and a 
frilly cape of this trail but fascinat ­
ing fabric. 

Abund ance of Color 
The first impression that a visitor 

to the exhibition in the Museum re ­
ceives is that of color,- brilliant, gor ­
geous color. Everyone has heard of 
the abundance of flowers in the 
Azores. Indeed, one of the nine is­
lands is named Flores. On days of 
festival the streets are, literally, car­
peted with flowers, the roadbeds 
covered with camellias, roses, glad ­
ioli, lilies, laid in geometric patterns. 
As one glances around the Museum 
galleries, it seems that the Azorians 
must have distilled their dyes from 
bright tropic blooms. The scarlet 
fuchsias, the poinsettas. the purple 
amaryllis. have no gayer hues. Most , 
of the color is centred in the hand­
woven bedspreads and the wool em­
broidered mats. The bedspreads are 
tropical cousins of our own New Eng­
land blue and white coverlets. Sim­
ilar in execution and contemporary 
in date, the Portuguese patterns are 
not unlike the New England ones. but 
instead of blues and grays, we have 
combinations of br ight re d and deep 
yellow, of cer ise and black, of red. 
yellow an d green, of golde n ye llo w 
and bright blue. Nor do the colors 
usua lly alternate in squares, checker­
board fa shion, but fre quently run In 
horizontal str ipe s or band~ . There 
is one bed spread of a di nt sort , 

huge scuttle-shaped hood which is 
stiffened with whalebone and buck­
ram. Th e w earer could hold the sides 
of the hood together so that her face 
would be completely hidden. The 
cloak was long, reaching to the 
ankle~, so that nothing could be see n 
of the wearer save her fe et. It is sa id 
that when this curious garment was 
generally worn women r ecognized 
acquaintances by their footg ear . This 
all-enveloping cloak is believed to be 
Oriental in orig in and to have been 
introduced into the Azores by the 
Moors sometime during the sixty 
yeafs the isl ands were under the do­
minion of Spain . In effectual conceal­
ment of the person, it r ivals the 
bundling garb of the Arabian woman . 
A nice capot e, even years ago , cost 
from fort y to sixty dollar s, and for 

school at the tender age of four. 
From the continent comes also a 
handsome hand-woven crimson bed• 
cover with a deep wool pile and wnol 
fringe. While in the cases of pot• 
tery, glazed continental wares are 
shown in conjunction with the red 
terra-cotta jars from Santa Maria. 

, var ious rea sons it is now becomin g 
obsolete. Th er efore , it is by gr eat 
good fortune that the museum is able 
to show one of these strange gar­
ments. 

Among exhibits of special Inter­
est are the lace-maker 's frame with 
a lace chair-s et in proce ss of making, 
lent through the courtesy of the 
Mother Superior of the Order of 
Saint Doroth ea in Providence, and a 
lac e-maker 's pillow on which a piece 
of bobbin lace is shown partially 
comple ted on its pins. with oval­
headed wooden bobbin s dangling at 
the side. Another int er esting ex• 
hibit is a linen cloth edged with a 
la ce me sh ruffle . It is called a "white 
ceiling ," and was used as a canopy 
to str etch above the heads of a bed­
ridd en person and the offic iating 
pr iest wh en the latter made his pas­
toral vi sit on th e second Sunday af. 
te r Ea ster . On that day the unplas­
ter ed wall s of the Invalid's humble 
dwellin g were hung with bright 
han d- wove n coverl ets. similar to 
those in the exh ibitio n , and the bald­
achin of clean whit e lin en conf erred 
a simpl e dignit y up on the sacr2d 
r ite s.

Here's what they did: They saw 
Marie's mother and got her to hP.lp 
p rovide her daughter witn the spe• 
cial foods her diet called for. They 
got hold of Ned and indured him to 
return to Providence. TI,ey saw the 
foreman of the mill and obtained 
from him the promise of re-employ• 
men t for Ned as soon as things 
picked up a bit. And they tidied Ned 
and Marie over with er>c>ugh finan• 
cial assistance to keep the family on 
an even keel until the depression 
storm was weathered and Ned was 
back working and ablP to provide 
adequately for his family. 

Essentially, this was a case of hun­
ger. But it was more than the mere 
hunger for food. It w3, a hunger 
tor comfort and security which came 
within an ace of wrecking a Rhode 
Island home, and might have, had 
not an agency which makes a busi­
ness of looking out for things like 
that put in a helpful oar. Just tak• 
lng a sample month, in August the 
Family Welfare Society took care of 
34 cases referred to it from other 
agencies-they route people around 
more or less-and in 14 acrepted re ­
sponsibility for givin .~ advice or 
working out some form of family ad• 
justment. 

SOCIAL HUNGER 

CONSIDERED, TOO 

Physical hunger is a matter which 
can be relieved within a few hours. 
But social starvation is an aliment 
which takes a long time to cure. Due 
to good luck and good management, 
the need for food to sustain life is 
not pressing in this city. But the 
cruel results of hunger and priva• 
\ion remain. 

'J'he chore only begins with the 
meeting of immediate needs. A bowl 
of stew may discount advice on a 
cold morning, but the necessity for 
social re -adjustment is still there. 
The victims o! hunger's inroads are 
found among the aged, the unable­
to -work, the unemployed, the phys-

, ically weak, the handicapped, th«" 
d eserted. Hunger is a gnawing rat 

and the wounds it inflicts are not 

healed in a day. 
Public Enemy No. 1, then, Is Hun• 

ger. The Providence agencies which 

make ii their special business to ar• 

rest this particular bard guy are the 
Family Welfare Society, the Salva• 

tion Army, the Travelers' Aid, the 

Charitable Fuel Society, the Church 

House and the Jewish Family Wel· 

fare Society. Their primary job ls 

to arrest physical hunger , but the job 

goes much farther than that. 

WHY JOHN GOT 

"ITCHY-FEET" 

The Travelers Aia" Society , despite 

the :;act that ii receives requests for 

a meal and lodging ten or twelve 

times a day, devotes most of its ener­
gies to constructive wo~k which 
looks beyond the urgency of a bite 
to eat and a place to sleep. 

Traceable to poverty (which, of 
course , means hunger) is the case of 
a 19-year-old Providence boy who 
got itchy-footed from livlng with his 
mother and her three other children 
in an attic room. He was finally 
located by the Travelers ' Aid in Pitts• 
burgh. The agency here , after inves­
tigating the home from which the 
boy-his name was John-had van­
ished, was quick to see that the do• 
mestic setup had no niche !or an 
unemployed youth of nineteen sum• 
mers. It baled John back from Pitts­
burgh-which, of course, was purely 
routine business-and promptly took 
steps to place him in a CCC camp 
in Newport, where he is now a cor­
poral and a redoubtable checker 
champion. 

Then there was Mr . H., father of 
11 children. The Providence Float­
ing Hospital Association had his case 
in hand. The entire family was un• 
dernourished, but the problem was 
not one which could be met by giv• 
ing everybody a square meal and 
blithely forgetting about it. Four o! 
the youngsters were in such serious 
shape that the Out-Patient Depart­
ment of the Rhode Island Hospital 
said it was a case of Sunshine Island, 
or else-and the Association made 
arrangements. After a month's stay 
the children returned home showing 
marked Improveme nt. 

The meanin g of hunger, then, may 

or may not include more than the 

desire for food. Usually it does in­

clude the urgent need of individuals 

and families stricken down by the 
depression for a return to their posi­
tion as self-respecting members of 

the community. In this country, as 
in no other, a man must hold up his 
head.

CUFFING 

BUNGER 

In the present day the rhelorical­
humorous question, "Why do boys 
and girls leave home?" can be an­
swered usually in just one word . The 
word is hunger. The country is full 
of decent young men and women 
who left home to drift so that there 
would be more food for their parents 
or their younger brothers and sis­
ters. 

Out of any hundred of this wan• 
dering horde it is inevitable that a 
certain percentage will turn anti­
social. That is why hunger must be 
cornered and cuffed before it can 
gang up with crime. The two of them 
are pals-first, last and all the time . 

Church House, the Y. W. C. A., the 
Salvation Army , the Evangeline 
Booth Home and the Travelers' Aid 
make a point of giving a helping 
hand to people who have no place 
to go. Most of 'the wandering tribe-" 
except the congenital nomads who 
wouldn 't stay put anyway-respond 
to help and sympathetic guidance. 

A PAIN IN 

TBESTUMMICK 

And there's the Providence Boys' 
Club with its three branches. Last 
winter an official of the Wanskuck 
club was routed out of bed at 1 
o'clock in the morning by a tele­
phone call which informed him that 
one o! his lads-at least he had a 
Boys ' Club ticket on him-had been 
picked up in the downtown district 
by the police. The club representa­
tive posted down to the police sta­
tion and there was Tony, 12 years 
old 'out of luck and feeling to4gh 
ab~ut it. There was nothing against 
him; the police just wanted to see 
that he got a little help wilh his per­
sonal problems. 

"What's the trouble, Tony?" the 
man from the Boys' Club asked. 

Now in the case of a 12-year-old 
boy it doesn't take a full clinic of 
doctors, complete with eyeglasses 
and pointed beards, to diagnose a 
pail) in the stummick. Mr. Smith 
hl\ji Tony out of the station and 
into a restaurant before you could 
shake a stick. Food went into Tony 
and out came Tony's story. 

"The thing I remember mostly is 
running out of the house just to get 
away from it."

They had a 
lovely home, so Tony said, until 
someone took it away from them on 
account of a mortgage. 

"We were very happy and always

thing in the way of a donation to 
help keep hospitals and clinics up 
to the mark.

Maria Silveira, Lyric Soprano, Deligh ts Large Audi­

ence with Well-Chosen Program.-Esther 

Lund ell, Pianist, Also Praised

Mari a Silveira, lyric soprano, de ­
l ighte d an audience that filled Plan ­
t ations Auditorium last night . She 
was presented by the Portuguese 
L adies' Social Club, and a reception 
was held for her at the International 
Institute after the concert. 

Among those attending the concert 
were Jose d'Oliveira, Portuguese 
consul in this city, and Mrs. d'Oli­
veira. 

To most of the audience, Portu ­
guese was the native tongue, or at 
l east a familiar one, and Miss Sil ­
veira's folk songs in that language 
were among her most successful of­
ferings. Two of them she was called 
u pon to repeat. and all of them she 
sang with grace and humor. 

The concert suffered from two 
h andicaps, neither of which, it ap ­
peared, was the fault of Miss Sil­
veira. The program was 25 minutes 
late in starting, which taxes the pa ­
tience of any audience, and Miss Sil ­
veir a evidentlv had a cold, which 
taxes the powe.rs and courage of any 
singer . In "P astorale" she failed 
comp letely to reach one note, after 
h aving sung the rest of the song 
be autifu lly, an d in "Come to the 
Fair" she defa ulted on a high one 
and took it an octave lower. "Taran­
tella." the first song, required more 
dexterity and breath than Miss Sil­
v eir a coul d summon. 

On the other hand her diction was 
exce ll ent, and she displayed that 
power, too infrequently encountered, 
of comm unicating to the a udience 
t he em otio nal valu es of her songs. In 
sp ite of the annoyance of the cold , 
she did not once lose her poise nor 
h er en gag in g sm ile , an d showe d, in 
t he m ain , a clear and delicate ly 
wr ou~1t ice th at was a pleasure to 
h ear. Most of her songs ha d been 
we ll cho sen . 

In "Vieille Chanson" she pro duced 
a remarkably smooth and fragile 
pianissimo effect and, in general, 
when she did not seek tones too high 
nor too loud, she preserved a warmth 
and color of tone that made her sing ­
ing memorable. Her love songs were 
vivaciously sung and generously ap­
plauded. 

Miss Silveira's intonation was ac­
curate. her manner was engaging, 
and she conveyed through her voice 
a charm and understanding that 
made the evening most pleasant. 

More than the conventional word 
of approbation must be said for her 
accompanist, :tsther Lunde ll , not 
only because she provided so sure 
and intelligent a support for Miss 
Silveria's singing. but also because 
she played a group of solos so capa ­
bly. In the polka her touch was 
now and then more forceful than 
musical, but in the two others she 
displayed a technical sufficiency and 
a poetic touch that were unusual and 
satisfying.
