Rebates totalling approximately 

$88,628 will be returned to about 
4000 consumers served by the Kent 
County Water Authority, under an 
order handed down by the Rhode 
Island Supreme Court yesterday, 

The money, now in escrow, repre­
sents collections in excess of the 
rates charged by the aut ortiy's 
predecessor companies. 

Previously the court had decided 
that the authority is subject to rate 
control by the state public adminis­
trator and this decision invalidated 
the rate increases put into effect by 
the authority on its own irtiliative 
on the ground that it was not s11b­
ject to rate regulation by Uje state. 

The excess, representing the in, 
creases, has been deposit with 
the Industrial Trust Co. as trustee, 
and the court decree filed yesterday 
directs that the bank refllnd this 
money to the consumers. I 

Michael DeCiantis, form,er-West 
Warwick town solicitor who led the 
fight against the higher rates as 
special counsel for the town, said 
he will send the Industrial Trust!

Five thousand dollars more of 

the money stolen in the $100,000 
Quonset credit union holdup has 
t~en recovered, the FBI annoul)ced 
today. 

The money was found in a glass 
fruit jar buried in the back yard of 
the home of Robert R. LaP1ante, 
27, of 64 Cowesett Avenue, Wi!st 
Warwick, one of the two men under 
indictment for the robbery. 

This is apparently the rst 
money recovered from LaPlante'a 
share of the holdup proceeds. 

Announcement of the recovery 
was made by Donald S. Hoste ter, 
special agent in charge for the .FBI 
at I\Oston. He said the find was 
made June 2 by FBI agents and 
the money was in $20 bills.

Because of a short supply from 
Washington wells, the authority 
had to use much water this sum­
mer from an open r ervoir at 
Fiskeville, which he described as 
•·unfit for domestic use."

Quinn said. I 

Concerning need for bett r fire 
protection, Quinn recalled that the 
authority this summer notified Fire 
Chief Gareau of West Warwick and 
other chiefs in the area that' they 
1houJd be ,·ery prudent in use of 
water in case of fires.

He said the authority has had to 
repair several breaks in the lines 
this summer, including one in an 
old-fashioned wooden main on Prov­
idence Street, Westcott, last week.
