West Waiwick Republicans last 
night defended their action in hir­
ing a Woonsocket plumber during 
their 1946-48 regime to make re­
pairs at Highland Street School, 
criticized by Town Solicitor Mi­
chael DeCiantis, saying no local 
plumbers had the men or materials 

1necessary at the time. 

j Roland E. Munier, former town 
solicitor, and Ernest E. Lefebvre, 

!state senator candidate and former 
·GOP council president, denied Dc­
Ciantis' charges of political inter• 
lference in school affairs, saying 
they had assisted the school board 
by request, as members of a special 
building committee. This was con­
firmed by Harold H. Hayes, a GOP 
school committeeman at the time, 

Declaring that unsanitary condi­
tions at the school were deplorable, 
Meunier asked, "Is helping to bring 
about better conditions in the 
schools interference, or is it inter­
ference to get confidential files and 
use tl)em for political purposes? 
Who authorized DeCiantis to take 
papers on the contract-the school 
committee or the superintendent? 
As town solicitor, can he take any 

!
paper and use it for political pur­
poses in untruthful and self-serving 
statements?" 

He said officials at the time ap­
proached every plumber in town to 
do the job and were refused "so we 
found a contractor, with the full 
consent of the Democratic member 
of the school committee, Vmcent 
J. Lukowicz, who joined in hiring 
the Woonsocket contractor." 

Meunier said both Lukowicz and 
Dr. Maisie E. Quinn, superintend­
ent, said at the time no one could 
be found to do the job among local 
plumbers. 

Turning the tables, Hayes said an 
East Greenwich plumber now is in­
stalling a boiler at Harris Ave­
nue School and asked, "Why wa n't 
this job completed last summer, 
and why wasn't it given to a local 
,p,lumber?"

Phillips turned himself 
in shortly after 8 o'clock last 
night. 

Lt. Arthur T. Lee of the Scitu· 
ate barracks, commander of the

since noon yesterday. He said war­
rants for the two men were ob­
tained yesterday from Judge 
Leighton. 

Lt. Lee said that Phillips was 
questioned for several hours last 
night and that the arrest of Fory~ 
was made on l;!is testimony, a! 
well as an a statement he made 
Sunday to state police at the 
Wickford barracks, where .he 
went after West Warwick police 
had refused to 'take immediate 
action in the case. 

Comment on Committee. 
A committee to clean up gam· 

bling in the town provoked com­
ment from Town Council Presi• 
d~nt Francis J. Fazzano, who said 
last night he has offered the co­
operation of the council and the 
police to the group if it will make 
public the names of its members. 

Fazzano likened the comm.itt.ee, 
whose spokesman is Afflii;:k, to a 
"secret •Gestapo group" and said 
he "wa'nts nothing to do with 
them" while the men:i.bership ,re-
mains anonymous. . 

Afflick saia that the group {1 
,still "investigating evidence that 
is coming to them from varioua 
sources," and said the group 
wishes to remain anonymous, be­
cause the "sources" might refuse 
to talk if the committee member­
ship were known. 

"However," he said, "I wish ·t.<, 
thank Mr. Fazzano for offering 
the assistance. But our course ot 
action is mapped, and we are not 
taking an ultimatum fram any<­
body."

In a statement, Fazzano said,

WATER BONDS BE 
DECLARED VOID 

Says Stale Law N;i ttfut' 
Michael DeClantis, counsel 

without fee for West Warwick in 
the Kent County Water Aulhori· 
ty rate dispute, today filed a pe· 
tition with the public utility ad· 
ministration calling for the ad­
ministrator to declare the $2,250,-
000 water authority bonds void 
for non-compliance with state 
laws in not first obtaining permis­
sion from the public utilities ad· 
ministrator. 

The petition, which DeCiantis 
told the water authority last night 
he would serve, declares that the 
State Supreme Court has ruled 
that water authority which was 
created by the general assembly 
in 1946 was not exempt from the 
jurisdiction of the public utility 
administrator and therefore is 
subject to Chapter 122 of the Gen­
eral Laws of 1938. 

Because the waler authority is 
ubj ect to the jurisdiction of the 

public utilities administrator the 
petition slates the waler aulhori· 
ty must comply with Section 58 
of Chapter 122, especially that 
part which provides a follows: 
"All tocks, bonds, notes or other 
evidence of indebtedness, payable 
at periods of more than 12 mcmths 
after date thereof, issued by any 
public utility after the effective 
date of this section without the 
consent or permission of the di­
visio"- as herein provided, shall 
~ v01d and of no effect. No for· 
eign public utility corporation 
shall be required to apply to the 
division for authority lo issue 
stocks, bonds, notes or other evi­
dence of indebtedness." 

Text of Petition 
Regarding the 1.atute, the peti­

tion states the follc,wlng: 
"That said authority has issued 

mteresl bearing bonds in the sum 
of $2,250,000 and that said bonds 
are payable more than 12 months 
after the date of their issuance; 

"That the said authority has 
not obtained permission, consent 
or approval of the issuance of 
said bonds from the Public Utili­
ty Administrator iQ acco.rdance 
with said Section 58, and the 
bonds, therefore, are void and of 
no effect; 

"That the said authority did, on 
Mar- 28, 1952, file a tariff with 
the Public Utility Administrator 
mcreasing the present rates- ap· 
proximately 150 per cent which 
is now pending for hearing;
