On the night of July 7. after the 
last of the damaged books left for 
Capital Records Management in 
Providence. the library staff turned 
its attention to cleaning up. At this 
time. the most pressing problem 
was the heat and the humidity, a 
breeding ground for mold spores. 
With the air conditionet out of 
service. there was a vital need for 
dehumidifiers and fans. 

•11 could have reached almost 
100 percent humidity down there," 
said Circulation Department Staff 
Person David Maine. Between 
7:30-8:30 p.m., Richard Brinegar, 
director of Physical Plant, called 
to explain that he couldn•t get de-

humidifiers. but be was able to 
obtain propane heaters. Library 
Director Richard A. Olsen was 
against theideii from a safety stand­
point and stated that he did not 
want them in the library. Physical 
plant worker Jimmy Medeiros ar­
rived with the heaters and insisted 
on setting them up as he was or­
dered to do so. Olsen allowed him 
to set up one heater to test it. 'They 
turned it on, the thing• s sparking. 
blowing off sparks; I was ex­
tremely. extremely nervous. Mr. 
Olsen was nervous, and looked up 
and saw [a light fixture] start to 
melt. It just melted! Another ten 
seconds the bulb would have burst 
and we would have had a fire. 
They were going to bring in five or 
six of them," Maine safd. 

"[It's] because they're trying to 
dry the rug. You want to save the 
rug on IB? It's a thirty-five year 
old rug! You'regoiogtoburndown 
the building, then you're going to 
have a Walsh II. because you want 
to save a thirty-y4ar-old rug?" 

The heater was quickly turned 
off. 

News of this incident bewildered 
the staff. "It was ninety degrees or 
better in the building at the time, 
and they·re bringing in propane 
heaters?" stated Carol Hryciw­
Wing of the Technical Services 
Department. "You only need one 
of those for high level construc­
tion. My husband was here, he

Quimby also added that she hopes to regain the 
respect of the administration and faculty. "I want them to take us 
seriously." she said. 

Quimby also hopes to form better ties with the University of 
Rhode Island and the Community College of Rhode Island· s 
student leaders to assist in lobbying the state for assistance to 
higher education.

While gay, lesbian and bisexual students have made strides for 
equality on many college campuses, the national debate on gay rights 
still affects them greatly, student leaders and faculty say. 

Many gay students either have to bide their orientation from fellow 
students, faculty and administrators, or if they have come out, must 
remain vigilant against those who may harm them verbally or physi­
cally, officials say. 

Several universities and colleges have established gay, lesbian and 
bisexual centers as.resources both for straight and gay people who are 
trying to understand gay issues. Additionally,_ many campuses have 
student organizations, support groups, and social groups for gay 
students. Even with the expanding openness and demands, students are 
reporting that harassment still exists .. 

Activists and scholars say that there is still a great misconception 
about who and what gay people are, and that the prqblerns students face 
at college mirror the problems that gays and lesbians have in the "real 
world" concerning job security and benefits, housing, parenting, safety 
and other issues. 

Phil Martin, director of the Gay, Lesbian and Bisexual Student Center 
in Ohio State University in Columbus, said that the university-supported 
center was created so gay students could have a safe environment, and 
the greater co=unity could better understand issues that affect these 
students. 

"The basic need for the office is to provide factual information about 
the (gay) population," Martin said. "People talk about myths that we're 
child molesters. The myth is that we are weak and sexually devi~t. The 
myth is that women are strong and are truck drivers. The myth is that 
we're not really equal human beings." 

There is no way to accurately gauge the number of lesbians, gays and 
bisexuals in the United States. Figures range from I percent to 15 percent 
of the overall population. • 

Martin and others say the same holds true for the college population, 
but the exact numbers aren't known. However, it is safe to assume that 
gay students attend almost every institution in the nation. 

But that doesn't mean that gay students are accepted. • 
In the past year, there have been set backs for gay rights, officials say. 

Among the occurrences were the Student Senate at Ohio Nonhern 
• University voting to deny student government recognition of the Gay, 
Lesbian and Bisexual Alliance, a support and educational student 
organization. Additionally, a move to have gay and lesbian areas in the 
university housing was turned down at Cornell University in Ithaca, NY. 

Many students won't report assaults orharassment because they don't 
want to be open about their sexual orientation, officials said, so it is 
difficult to get an accurate number of attacks. 

A student at the Eastern Washington University in Cheney, Washing­
ton, said that he and other gay and lesbian students have been harassed. 
He didn't want his name printed because of possible consequences. 

"We have lots of harassment with phone calls and people being 
approached. One of the lesbians has gotten death threats on her tele­
phone, and the school refuses to admit there is a problem here," he said. 
"When something goes on about multicultural issues we're not men­
tioned. Once in a while that would be nice." 

The university's Gay, Lesbian and Bisexual Alliance has offices on 
the campus, and the students are networking with other universities in

Campus newspapers will be 
once again forced to face the ex­
plosive issue of running ads that 
question the historical accuracy of 
the Holocaust, reopening the de­
bate as to whether such advertise­
ments should be printed. 

Several campus newspapers in 
the last two years have printed 
such ads from the Committee on 
Open Debate on the Holocaust, a 
California-based organization that 
believes the facts about the slaugh­
ter of millions of European Jews 
during World War II were dis­
torted. 

Student editors were forced into 
a debate on an issue where no 
debate should ever be held, oppo­
nents of the ads say, adding that 
free speech is not protected when 
it involves printing or perpetuat­
ing outright lies. 

However.Bradley Smith, direc­
tor of the committee, said he is 
going to try to place ads in campus 
newspapers again this fall, except 
this time the ads are for 21 video­
tapes that be says give proof the 
Holocaust never occurred. And 
since he is offering an item for sale 
and ootjust printing his opinion in 
an ad, Smith said college newspa­
pers will have to judge the ads oo 
their "merits" and not their mes­
sages. 
• But for many student editors, 
the issue is one of freedom of 
expression and open debate. Ads, 
however, don't necessarily have 
to be run, and there are ''no legal 
consequences" if a newspaper re­
jects the ad, said Mark Goodman, 
director of the Washington-based 
Student Press Law Center. 

'The bottom line is that news­
papers can do either. They can 

• legally run the ad or not. Editors 
have the right to choose and in­
clude what ads they can run or 
oot,"Goodrnansaid. "Nobodycan 
force an advertisement on them." 

Io recent years, the issue bas 
been heated regardless of whether 
the ads were printed or not The 
advertisement, titled 'The Holo­
caust Story:· How Much is False? 
The Case for Open Debate," bas 
been placed in a number of cam­
pus newspapers nationwide, but 
other student newspapers have re­
jected it. 

The subject is growing in 
scope-there are new books writ­
ten on the denial of the Holocaust­
two of which were featured in the 
Sunday New York Times book 
review section this summer. 

"I was blown away by their suc­
cess in fooling some very smart 
people that they should be taken 
seriously," said Deborah Lipstadt, 
a religion professor at Emory Uni­
versity in Atlanta and author of 
"Denying the Holocaust. The 
growing Assault on Truth and 
Memory." 

''If a math teacher said two plus 
two equals five, the math depart­
ment would boot him out. I am 
disappointed by their (student edi­
tors) thought processes. So many 
of them did not get that it's just 
plain old nonsense," she said. 

Lipstadt dedicates a chapter in 
her book to Smith's push on col­
lege campuses and explains the 

Holocaust ad controversy won't go away 
process by which the ads got into 
some newspapers , including the 
Daily Texan, the paper at the Uni­
versity of Texas at Austin, and 
The Lantern, the student newspa­
per at Ohio State University. 

''I am bard on the students. I 
treat them like adults in important 
roles making adult decisions. The 
students are really confused about 
freedom of the press issues," she 
said. 'They got this ad, dido' t know 
the history, and then decided, 'So 
let's let this guy have a say."' 

Smith does not bide the fact be 
purposely selected college cam­
puses to promote bis agenda. 

"A university is a community. 
Most everyone in that community 
either reads the student newspaper 
or is aware of what goes in the 
student newspaper. The contro­
versy goes to the entire commu­
nity," be said. "Students are not in 

the same Psychological and edu­
cational situation that their profes­
sors are. The academic commu­
nity bas associated with the ortho­
dox Holocaust story so thoroughly 
that there is no open debate on the 
subject." 

It is the idea of an "open debate" 
about the Holocaust that infuriates 
Lipstadt. She says that there is 
nothlng to debate since the Holo­
caust did occur, and she refuses to 
meet with people who she calls 
deniers - those people who say the 
Holocaust never happened, or if it 
did, not the way history has treated 
the subject." 

"If we can deny this, we can 
deny slavery, the slaughter of the 
Armenians," Lipstadt said. ''His­
tory is very fragile. This is an at­
tempt to re-write history. What 
amazes me is that I spent all this 
time researching a book on non-

sens~. Sometimes I sit back and 
say, 'Ob, Lord.' Butit has poten­
tial to cause great pain. I am not 
against debate, but the truth is the 
truth." 

Editors at two student newspa­
pers can still remember the fallout 
when their papers ran the ads re­
cently. Campus police bad to be 
called in to protect their news­
rooms. The newspaper received 
bate phone calls, and in both cases, 
oo one ever congratulated them 
for running the ads. 

"It was really bad public rela­
tions for the paper. It's bad busi­
ness to offend your readers," said 
Rebecca Stewart, editor of the 
Daily Texan. 

In the spring of 1992, Smith 
approached the paper to sell the 
ad. The editor refused, and then 
Smith came calling again with a 
second ad about the "Human Soap 

Holocaust Myth." The Texas Stu­
dent Publication Board, which 
r••ersees the Daily Texan, told the 
paper to run the ad. 

After much wrangling, an ad 
saying that gas chambers never 
existed was published in February 
1993. "Most of the staff people 
weren't for it. When you run one, 
the door is open," Stewart said. 

The Newspaper's policy has 
changed since then. The board no 
longer can dictate what ads run in 
the Daily Texan - controversial 
ads will be voted on for publica­
tion by the editor, the managing 
editor and the student advertising 
manager. 

One of Smith's ads ran in The 
Lantern at Ohio State University 
in the fall of 1991, and the current 
editor, Chris Davey, said he will 
not run another such ad if Smith 
tries to get one published.

On your way home today, lalce 
the time to look al all things yellow 
on campus.

At no other college in the state is 
this approach lalcen to traffic con­
trol. 

At the immense campus al the 
University of Rhode Island (where 
parking is usually available a half 
mile from the center of campus), 
there are no streets lined with yel­
low curbs. Al Providence College, 
there are no yellow arrows direct­
ing drivers through one-way park­
ing lots. At the urban campus of 
Brown University and the Rhode 
Island School of Design, where 
surely there is more traffic in one 
day than all week at RIC, there is 
not a single, solid yellow cross­
walk. Then why are these things 
all present at the much smaller and 
certainly more suburban campus 

we call our own? 
Is it because we don't know 

where to park? Or because we 
don't realize that the parking lot in 
front of the Student Union is circu­
lar and without the help of little 
curved arrows lo direct our way 
out, we would certainly be stuck 
for hours, wondering how lo exit?

happened to come in that after­
noon, and he's a builder. When be 
beard about the propane heaters 
coming in he just laughed hysteri­
cally. It's just so inconceivable." 

Physical Plant admitted they 
were having problems renting de­
humidifiers. Most companies 
charge for setting them up. The 
coUege was considering a com­
pany based in New Jersey, but 
Olsen requested Worldwide Dry­
ing from Taunton, Mass., because 
of their proximity to the campus. 
Still, it took"well beyond 24 hours 
to get the equipment in and operat­
ing," Olsen said. 

Once they were installed on the 
night of July 8, the dehumidifiers 
ran continuously from that Thurs­
day to the foUowing Tuesday. The 
hunnidity level went from approxi­
mately 96 percent to around 38 
percent. 

Another concern was that of the 
water that seeped through the ceil­
ing, and if it carried any toxins. 
The yellow-brown water was full 
of sediment and rust. A sample 
was sent to Northeast Environ­
mental Testing Laboratories, Inc. 
A certificate of analysis was sent 
to the library on August 3, and 
stated no volatile organic com­
pounds were detected. However, 
it did not specify what was in the 
water, and many staff people still 
want more information. The water 
not only stained books, it also 
stained clothing. Carol Hryciw-

Wing said she bad to use a rust 
remover to clean her shoes. 

A log has been kept, by the 
recommendation of Vice President 
for Administration and Finance, 
Dr. Lenore DeLucia, to record 
cleaning costs of the staff work­
ers' clothing and for staff over­
time. As of September 27, the total 
submittedfordamageclothingand 
even eyeglasses is $667. This will 
be paid for by the college. 

On the morning of Augustl5, 
college controller John Pitta, an 
insurance agent from Hartford In­
surance Company, Deborah 
Dunphy, Management Officer of 
Physical Plant, Olsen, and Maine 
toured the damaged areas. 

The insurance company said it 
would cover beyond the college's 
deductible and recommended hir­
ing an outside, professional clean­
ing company to finish the cleanup. 
"Mr. Pitta liked that idea. Obvi­
ously it wasn't going to cost the 
college anything," said Maine, 
"and I got the same feeling from 
Debbie Dunphy from Physical 
Plant that it would be the way to 
go." A list of suggested companies 
to call was given to Dunphy. 

''The next thing I know, Dr. 
Cornelison [Assistant Vice-Presi­
dent for Administration] was over, 
looking at the situation," said 
Maine. "He started talking about 
installing shelving; that we had to 
replace the stuff that had been dam­
aged. Then I said, 'I thought the 
professional cleaner was going to 
come in,' and he said, 'We can't 
have that. That would violate the 

housekeeping union's work agree­
ment'." 

Maine continued, "His solution 
was to take out the shelves that 
were affected, put in some old 
shelves that are available, that are 
also somewhat corroded and dirty 
because they're old, put them in 
there and take the she! ves that were 
affected down to Physical Plant 
and have them cleaned, or if they 
can't clean them, they'll repaint 
them.'' 

Earlier in the morning, Dayside 
Housekeeping Supervisor Dianne 
Hall arrived to look at the cleaning 
situation. Maine said, "[I] showed 
her exactly what needed to be 
cleaned, and she didn't know what 
cleaners would be strong enough, 
so she said they would try the 
strongest they had. They bad an 
enzyme cleaner." Maine told Dr. 
Cornelison that Housekeeping 
tried to clean a couple of shelves 
using their strongest cleaner that 
they had available, and it didn't 
work.,Mainesays Cornelison said, 
'We'll get them the cleaning sup­
plies they need.' 

When asked how be felt about 
the follow-upon the cleanup, Olsen 
responded, "Well, there hasn't 
been one." As of September 16, 
the shelves and the uprights (the 
shelving framework) still needed 
to be cleaned. ''That dirty water 
that had been in the pipes for thirty 
years was rusty, full of corrosion, 
black ... It stains badly," com­
mented Olsen, "Soap and water 
wouldn't work [to clean it]." Olsen 
and Maine bad experimented with 

some cleaners on a couple of dirty 
shelves. ''Withall-purposecleaner 
and scrub sponges, the shelves 
could be cleaned without a great 
deal ofeffort. The substance comes 
off," added Olsen. The shelves 
have a baked-on enamel paint. 
"Time stain hasn't penetrated it; 
it's just a question of cleaning it 
off. Newpaintwon'tstick, so paint­
ing itis not a wise idea at all," said 
Olsen. 

''They' re not warehouse shelves 
to bold widgets!" argued refer­
ence librarian Patricia 'Tish' 
Brennan. She said that the shelves 
and uprights must be thoroughly 
cleaned or they will deposit dirt on 
the books. "By September, it's still 
as filthy as sin," she protested. 

Workers had arrived to clean 
and wax the floors on level IA. 
"What Dave [Maine] showed me 
is that Physical Plant came in and 
waxed the floors, but they didn't 
clean the floor first," said Frank 
Notarianni of the Government 
Publications Department. "It 
looked like they had just waxed 
overthedirtonthefloor.''Hryciw­
Wing made the same observation. 

Other problems occurred when 
the damaged books came back 
from Capital Records Manage­
ment. "They said they would do a 
minimal level of cleaning and 
wouldn't use chemicals or sub­
stances which would harm the 
books," said Olsen.Library super­
visor Sharon Giacobbi and 
Hryciw-Wing felt the details on 
the cleaning aspect of the contract 

with Capital Records was 'cloudy.' 
"Just what does 'cleaning' en­

tail?" asked Hyrciw-Wing. She felt 
the drying was done "extremely 
well," but the bindings were still 
dirty and some books were still 
dusty. Giacobbi said of the situa­
tion, ''Many of the materials were 
returned, and we were disap­
pointed in the end, because we still 
had to do work on them in order to 
prepare them for the stacks. I don't 
think we anticipated having to do 
work ourselves once they arrived 
back here, so we were somewhat 
disappointed with the results. We 
weren't totally satisfied.'' 

Summing up the situation, 
Giacobbi said, ''There's a general 
disappointment in its not having 
been concluded yet. It's been very 
slow in happening." She contin­
ued, ''To get the remainder of the 
work done that's been needed, as 
far as the Physical Plant end of 
things goes, in their cooperation to 
get the shelves cleaned up so we 
can put the books back in their 
proper places." Currently, the 
books are sitting on book trucks 
and on shelves on level two, wait­
ing to be returned to their proper 
shelves. "Sowe'redissatisfiedwith 
that, because we got the usual run­
around with those kinds of things," 
she added. 

Olsen summed up the staffs 
frustration by saying, "The prob­
lem is that we have over 3,000 
books, all totaled, that we taken 
off the shelves and haven't b_een 
returned to the shelves. We need 
to get them back on the shelves."

Although ML WTTKK has been 
around for a while (dating back to 
around '83), their popularity grew 
when Cool World, the movie, was 
released and "Sex on Wheels" hit 
the airwaves.

Rhode Island College Pro­
gramming proudJ y presents V io­
lent Femmes on Friday, Octo­
ber 1, at the Providence Per­
forming Ans Center. This ex­
plosive rock & roll trio has 
blasted and amazed audiences 
with their cutting edge rock mu­
sic for over a decade. Violent 
Femmes have cultivated a mas­
sive and dedicated group of fol­
lowers over the years through 
the group's unrelenting assault 
of musical ammunition that 
blasts audiences into a lifetime 
of submissive adoration.

Mrs. Sedgewick 's Head is a dark 
farce that explores sibling rivalry, 
the fine line between creative ge­
nius and raving lunacy, euthana­
sia, and the pretentious mechani­
zation of the Hollywood dream 
factory. 

The plot revolves around Johnny 
Simmons, a gifted, successful 
screenwriter. While serving a four 
and a ha! f year prison term for the 
mercy killing of his younger 
brother Ron, who was stricken with 
terminal leukemia, Simmons con­
ceives and commits to memory a 
novel he calls Mrs. Sedgewick's 
Head. 

The original manuscript falls 

into the hands of slick, savvy, and 
ultimately crass Hollywood film 
producer Nate Beck ("! over-tip 
everybody"), who is determined 
to make a movie out of it. The 
studio insists that Simmons writes 
the screenplay and sends Beck and 
studio exec. Lindsay McCall to 
Simrnon's cottage in the Catskills 
to persuade him to do so. Therein 
lies the farce. 

The clash between the 
Armani-clad Beck and cottage 
care-taker Eddie Stopanokovitch 
is clever and hilarious. Especially 
amusing are the Eddies "common 
phrases" ("What goes around 
comes back to haunt you," and 
"It's water under the hassock"). 
These twisted sayings only serve 
to furtberinfuriate the already irate 
Beck, whodoesn'tmaskhis loath­
ing for all things rural. 

Yet, behind the comic foils of 
Beck and Stopanokovitch lurks the 

sinistersmileoftheSimmons fam­
ily: there is a weird love triangle 
between Johnny, Ron, and sister 
(or is it sister-in-law?) Cara. It 
leaves one pondering the concept 
of unrequited incest. 

It's been said that you can't trust 
anyone over thirty. If the Triruty 
Repertory Company was a person, 
TRC would debunk that myth. As 
usual, you can trust the folks at 
201 Washington Street to deliver 
some truly high-quality entertain­
ment.
