Bookstore faces a hectic 
start to the new semester

Students buying books in the 
first few days of school gener­
ally did not appear to be happy 
people. On the Monday-school 
started they stood in long lines 
with loads of heavy, expensive 
books. Many stood pensively, 
perhaps contemplating this new • 
addition to their credit card bills. 
Others sighed as they passed a 
handful of twenty dollar bills to 

• the weary cashiers. 
Some students left the book­

store that Monday lacking some 
of the textbooks they needed. 
Many students, as well as teach­
ers have voiced concerns that 
the bookstore doesn't adequate­
ly meet their needs. 

Last Monday, 95% of all the 
titles ordered by teachers were 
on the shelf. Steve Platt, Man­
ager of the Campus Store, real­
izes that this fact is only small

eryone on campus," said Platt. 
There are many factors to ex­

plain why textbooks were miss­
ing when school started. Ac­
cording to Platt, th<:: first factor 
is time. "I don't recall any se­
mester when we've had less 
time to get books," he said. The 
bookstore had from Dec. 26 to 
Jan. 22 to get the books they 
needed. Another problem intro­
duced was the weather. Since all 
the books are shipped to the 
store by truck, many shipments 
were delayed due to the season's 
snowstorms. Platt said, "The 
bookstore didn't close a single 
day because of the weather, get­
ting the material to the store was 
the trouble." 

Another, less important fac­
tor included two lost workdays, 
since Christmas and New Years 

both fell on a Monday this year. 
Also, half of the store's staff had 
been replaced during the sum­
mer. "The new staff is great, but 
we've lost some experienced 
people," Platt said. 

To acquire·books the book­
store first goes to wholesalers, 
then a student buy back is held, 
were students sell their books 
back to the store. If book orders 
are still not filled, the store goes 
to the publishers to get the re­
mainder of needed texts. What 
is important to realize, points out 

• Platt, is that every college and 
university in the country is go­
ing to the same publishers and 
wholesalers to get the same 
books. 

Once a wholesaler's supply of 
a text is exhausted, and a student 
book buy back-has occurred, the

only other place to get the book 
is from the publisher. Since the 
publishers have the rights to 
their books, no one else can print 
them and once the publishers are 
sold out, there are simply no 
more books available. In a case 
like that Platt recommends that 
professors change the text to a 
more available one, since it may 
be the only option. 

Dr. Donald Sippel, a profes­
sor of history said, "My main 
problem is that they don't print 
enough books any more." Sip­
pel says it's not the bqokst_ores 
fault.if the books aren't there, 
they can't order thein. 

Despite this, there is a major 
problem for both students and 
teachers when half of a class is
