ed. They ,also claimed that 
the'ir purpose was not to re­
write tile constitution but re­
vfae it S'O tha,t it ·can serve the 
state better thian tile present 
do=ent. 

In the commission's report, 
changes were recommended in 

1all branches cl t'he giovernment. 
A:ls:o recommended were chang­
es in Che line of succession to 
the ,governorship, in tile status

The present ·consti'tution, A:r­
tide FV, ,Section 2, provides

A suggestion that 
1Rlhode Toland &Witch 'bo a single 
'branch legisJ,a'ture was consid­
ered by the commission and re­
jected. 

Ano'ther impOI"tant change in 
the legislarure-whidi was rec­
,ommended ,by the commission, 
concerned the veto power Ol:f 
the governor. At the present 
time, the governor must veto 
,or approve an en'tire bi:H. The

Dr. Margene,au to, Receive 
LI.D. Degree on Thursday 

'Dr. Henry Margeneau, noted 
lec'turer and P.rOl:fessor ,of Phys­
ics and NaituraI PhHos•ophy at 
Yale University, will speak to 
the s·tudents ,of Rll1C at a con­
vocation on Novemlber 8. The 
College will confer an 'honorary 
degree upon him at this time. 
The su'bjec't ,o,f h'is adch-ess is as 
yet unknown. 

Dr. Margeneau, ,one oif the 
'leading aU!thorities on the rudi­
ments ,Ol:f rphysks, 'has spoken at 
numerous colleges 1and universi­
ties. He bas made many im­
portant con:trtbutions in spec­
'tros!copy and nuclear physics. 
At the present time 'he is teach­
ing ,at Yale University. Be­
sides pulblishing well over one 
hundred :and fifty scientilfic and 
philos·op'hi•cal arti:cles, ~ he has 
written two books of his own, 
and 'has co-authored three 
others. · 

Dr. 'Margeneau, as a member 
Ol:f a research group, during the 
Second W:orld War, did inval­
ualb!le work in micro wave 
theory. His ex,tensive work in 
this field led to the invention 
·of devices that m1ade posstble 
the use 'Of a common antenna i..1 

a radar seit for !both 'transmit­
ting and receiving information 
concerning operations. 

Being a native of Germany, 
Dr. Mlargeneau studied at Teac'h­
er's College in Hartford, Ger­
m1any. He received his Bache­
Ior ,Ol:f Arts at !Midland College 
in Nelbraska, 'his 'Masters Ol:f 
'Scie111ce at the University oif 
Nebraska, and from Y.ale Uni­
vernity he ,received his Doctor­
ate cl Philosophy. 

''Electri'c!" ''Dynamic!" These 
were the words used to des­
cribe Dr. M:ar.geneau when he 
spo'ke at 'RJ1C on Maroh 8, 1001. 
In addition to being aslked to 
address -the studen't 'body again, 
the Co1leige will bestow upon 
him an honorary degree. 

"A mere scientist with philo­
sophical inclinations" is Dr. 
Margeneau's eva'luation of 'him­
self.

The formal dedication of the dining 
center occurred three weeks ago. At 
that time, the College and various digni­
taries acknowledged the role Dr. Don­
ovan has ;played in the development of 
Rhode Island College. At this time we 
would add our tribute to a man whom 
we think emlbodies what Rhode Island 
Gollege is, and what it shall continue to 
be. 

Dr. Donovan is a gentleman edu­
cator. With his compos,ed manner and 
his quiet conversation, he works patient-

ly and unceasingly for the continued 
excellence of the College. 

His attitude toward the student body 
has been one of understanding. His of­
fice has always been open to the stu­
dents and he has manifested a sincere 
interest in the veterans on campus. 

To his duties as an administrator, he 
brings from his teaching experience 
great understanding; his life as an ed­
ucator is characterized by those unde­
fina!ble qualities that make him a gentle­
man. 

Blight Bogs Campus 
In the first issue of the Anchor, we 

stated editorially our contention that no 
matter what our students' backgrounds 
may ibe, they are capable of understand­
ing the true values of educati0111. We 
also stated that, "The individual must, 
however, desire to rise above his situa­
tion; he must shake off his apathy and 
complacency." 

It is evident now, as it al,ways has 
been, that this apathy, this com­
placency, is the !blight, the scourge of 
Rhode Island College. Apathy makes 
its slothful appearance in the form of 
the dissolved club, the stumped growth 
of a campus organization, the disre­
garded political issue, and the unthink­
ing rejection of cultural enrichment. 

More specifically, many of our 
present organizations are drawing dose 
to extinction, and several no longer 
exist because of lack of student partici- , 
pation. Within the last three years, it 
has ibecm reported by Dean Mierzwa, 
there };.ave ibeen few new or,ganizations 
which· have appeared on tl;i,e campus 
scene. Certainly, we are not advocating 
the institution of additional groups 
which may follow the same road to 
nothingness as did many of their pred­
ecessors. 

We are merely pointing out that a 
lack of individuals, who are excited suf­
ficiently by an idea to organize them­
selves into a group, is a serious indict­
ment upon our student body. We have 
yet to see any students formally unite 
and back a radical viewpoint or a minor­
ity opinion; rperhaps we will now hear 
that self-righteous cry arise, "But we 
are a conservative student !body!" We 
maintain that this anSJWer merely dis­
guises tlie true reply that the majority 
of our students are intellectually stag­
nant. To hold a minority opinion neces­
sitates a thorough understanding of the 
majority viewpoint, since, generally, the 
minority are constantly on tbe defen­
sive. In short, being a member of the 
minority requires thinking, something 

which is avoided with fear and trem­
bling iby our go - to - class - sit - in -
cafeteria - do - the - minimum - of -
required - work - and - -go - home - and -
watch - Huckleberry - Hound students. 

Disregard for political issues is 
equally evident. For example, there was 
a blatant lack of interest in the recent 
straw ballot which was conducted to de­
termine the campus choice of candidates 
in the forthcoming state election. Out of 
a random selection of 500, students, only 
225 voted. In another instance, there 
was discussion concerning the Univer­
sity of Mississippi, but student action 
was deferred to the point of ridiculous­
ness. If we stop to think of the campus 
atmosphere at the time of the Cuban 
crisis, we would realize that although 
there was some intelligent discussion, 
the majority of the students were 
primarily concerned with the fear of 
having to fight for their country. This 
should not surprise us, and it doesn't; 
it sickens us. 

The final, and perhaps most distu:r,b­
ing indication 0f stagnancy, is the blind 
rejection of self-enrichment which 
characterizes many of our students. At 
the chapel of Octolber 18, there was a 
magnificent turn-out of 75 students; at 
the Josh White concert, there was an 
unusually good attendance - this may 
be explained 1by the fact that the stu­
dents expected to ipe excused from after­
noon classes. At the John Ciardi lec­
ture, there were approximately 300 
students in attendance; at "Mark 
Twain Tonight!", approximately 400 
students appeared to witness Hal Hol­
brook's outstanding portrayal of a 
legendary American. 

It is not fair to say that all our 
students are apathetic; they are not. We 
do believe, however, that we are delud­
ing ourselves with the basically false 
assumption that the majority of our 
undergraduates are students. We con­
clude that they are vegetables.

The N·ational Science Founda­
tion has ini'tiated ,a program of 
fellowships fOT study in the 
sciences as one means o,£ pro­
moting the progress of science. 

The fiel[ds of 'I'esearch and 
study covered 'by these awards 
include the ma'themaitical, phys­
ical, medical, biological and en­
gineering s'Ciences, arrthro]:,<llo­
gy, economics (excluding busi­
ness administration), geogra­
phy, the histOTy •and philos•ophy 
o.f •science, psyclhology ( exclud­
ing clinical psy;chology), and 
sociology ( ex!Cluding s•ocial 
work). 

Awards are made to individ­
ua1s preparing foT careeTs in 
research in •the med1ilcal •sdences, 
but not for •study in a program 
1eading to the il.\LD. degree or 
'to qualification in a clinical 
'field. 

The fellowship, which is 
•awarded forr •one a'Cademic yearr, 
includes full tuition and foes, 
,a limited travel a11owance, and 
dependency allowances o.f $500 
lfor spouse plus $500 for each 
child. Renewal is possible.

ap,a:r,tmenit unilts rising most 
everywhere in tbhe large ci'1Jies. 

Finally, one cannot evade the 
ever'1)'revailing s,ymbo'1s of fille 
Clause 'to which uhlis socielty is 
dedicalt:ed. Lenin, Mlarx and 
oither Oommuni!s1t heroes are as 
fami'Har ,as our commerrc.irus. 
Slogans and the dedicalted peo­
ple who are striving to fulfiH 
them are dispfayed everywhere. 
The essense of thtl<s reverence is 
seen when one ,approaches Red 
Square and nottices the 1Jhou­
sands who queue up to \rliew 
Lenin in his itomb. 

There are certia!in aspects of 
my visit to tJhe S'ov'iet U:ruion 
which were un~que in con't:l'aslt 
wiifill pri<or experienc·es in itrave!l­
ing and living abro 1ad. ·I found 
the pervading I dralbness, esp·e­
dially in Miosoow, depressing. 
There s•ee,med 'to be lifitle •color, 
no 9tyl!i 1slb. dress orr architecture, 
no permanence · in the i11-con­
~clted housing, and 1the hus­
tling Cl'OWd\S were w'ilbh'oUJt smiles 
or :facial expressi'on. 

Friendship and •cordfal'ilty were 
exltended 1aimosft 'to :an exltreme. 
'!1his was in 'lfue :form of many 
lapel pins wheitJher of Gagarin, 
1Jhe dove of peaiee or of L·erilin; 

in securing 't!he best facilities 
f.oT travel and in arrangin•g 
visi'bs 'to various pl[aces of in­
terest. But all of 1tJh!is wa•s superr­
ficial. 

What the Russian\S wanted 
was the oppo!l'tunity '11o have us 
listen to their endless comments 
on the progress and mevits of 
the Oommunisit sysltem. Ques­
tions were asked of us iahout 
the Sitates. But, liititl'e oppor­
tun1i.ity was afforded 1Jo discuss 
our way of doing things. 'Jlhe 
Russians crave pria!ise and be­
come unoommunfoauive i'f one 
appears to ques1ti,on ·their :tminit 
of view. They desiTe bad1y lt'O 
be on top and seem to want to 
convince fihemselves ·of 1Jhcir 
succ·ess.

A member of the Society of 

Fellows at Harvard University 
from 1950-53, Dr. Bush-Brown 
specialized in the history and 
criticism of architecture, the 
fine arts, and philosophy. Fol­
lowing a year at Western R:e­
serve University, Cleveland, 
Olh'io, as -an Assistant Professor 
of Art and Architecture, he 
joined the faculty of the De­
partment of Architecture at 
Massachusetts Institute of Tech­
nology in 1954. He was appoint­
ed Associate Professor in 1958. 

He was awarded a Howard 
Founda~ion Fellowship in 1960 
by Brown University for ad­
vanced study. With the aid of 
this grant he is writing an il­
lustrated book of essays intend­
ed to advance understanding of 
the field of architecture, to 
promote higher standards 
among practicing architects, 
and to better man's physical en­
vironment. 

Dr. Bush-Brown's writings on 
architecture have been widely 
published. His own historical 
and critical perspective of archi­
tecture have appeared in the 
New York Times magiazine 'Sec­
'l!i•on, Harper's magazine, :the At­
lantic Monthly, '!Jhe Reporter, 
and in professional journals 
such 1a1s :!!he Architectural Record 
•and 'the Journal of Aathetics 
ia'll'd Art Criticism. His hO'ok, 
"!JoU!is ,Sulitiv,an," was •pulbilished 
in 1960. 

The Architecture of America, 
an extensive social interpreta­
tion of American architecture 
which 'he wrote in collaboration 
with Dr. John E. Burchard, Dean 
of the 'School of Humanities and 
Social Studies at 'MIT, was pub­
lished last year. Presently Dr. 
Bush-Brown is editor of "Archi­
tecture and Planning" for the 
Encyclopaedia Britannica. 

Defined by Stenberg 
"There appears to be a new 

spirit working across the world 
during these recent years - a 
more reverent and serious spirit 
relating to religion and to re­
ligious bodies." In line with this 
statement, a faculty committee 
at' Rhode Island College has 
been delegated to explore the 
possibilities of having chaplains 
of the various faiths on campus 
at certain times. Under the 
championship of Mr. Carl E. 
Stenberg, this large informal 
committee will consider the 
problems and issues relating to 
the religious interests of a 
largely commuting student body 
and will make recommendations 
to a smaller more formal group. 

Since the practice of having 
compulsory chapel periods was 
eliminated last year, the chapel 
committee started a series of 
voluntary religious lectures. 
This idea has not yet been suf­
ficiently tested, but several 
faculty members haxe expressed 
a desire for a more careful look 
at the whole religious program. 

The committee will make an 
intformal exploration of the idea 
of a formal chaplaincy program 
with chaplains who can spend a 
set amount of time on the 
campus each week. They will 
also look into the possibility of 
some sort of a meeting place or 
office that will serve for all the 
faiths. In the future there will 
be the opportunity for interest­
ed students to be heard and 
there will eventually be student 
members on the committee.

Nels,on Speaks on Corps 
Eighteen months ago, the 

Peace Corps came into existence, 
and along with it came Cassan­
dra-like predictions of its im­
mediate failure, because of its 
idealism. Just how premature 
and inaccurate these judgments 
actually were is indicated by 
the plhenomenal growth of the 
Corps in the past' year and a 
haltf. 

Today, the Peace Corps has 
4,500 volunteers serving in 37 
countries, and in the next year 
the number of volunteers is ex­
pected to be increased by an 
additional 5,000, making a total 
of almost 10,000 Peace Corps 
members serving in 62 coun­
tries. 

These volunteers are per­
forming no small service to the 
United States, as was pointed 
out by Mr. Richard Nelson, Ad­
ministrative Assistant to the 
Director of Public Relations of 
the Corps, in a speech at the 
College on October 24. 

"These people are carrying 
the ideals of democracy to 
neutral nations and they are 
most serious in tiheir efforts to 
spread the cause of peace," he 
said. 

Mr. Nelson bas recently re­
turned from Ghana where there 
is a group of 51 Peace Corps 
secondary school teachers. 
Ghana, which is a left-leaning 
nation, had asked for teachers 
from any country at aH, and the 
United States responded to its 
request by sending these volun­
teers. 

Mr. Nelson told his Rhode 
Island College audience tlhat the 
Ghanian government has now 
requested more Peace Corps 
teachers. "In a country like 
Ghana," he said, where the gov­
ernment is inclined toward the 
Communist bloc, the masses of 
the people are becoming in­
creasingly interested in learning 
about the United States, and 
the value of having Americans 
prepared to answer their ques­
tions intelligently cannot be 
underestimated." 

There are limitless opportun­
ities for teachers in t'he Corps, 
because, as 'Mr. Nelson indicat­
ed, ''10\f al1 'the fields in the Pea,ce 
Corps, more than one-half are 
being tfilled by teachers partic­
ularly in the art of the liberal 
arts." He also attempted to cor­
rect the misconceptions held by 
many students about the 
standard of living in various 
"underdeveloped" countries: 
"Peace Corps volunteers in the 
teaching field wiH have the 
same living conditions as the 
average teaclher in the particu­
lar country." 

''Moreover, the Ministry of 
Educatton in many · of these 
countries will usually see to it 
that volunteer teachers will 
have adequate housing. Housing 
is obtained at no cost to the 
volunteers; t'he Peaice Cor,ps 
will see that they have money 
to pay their costs." 

A student listener asked, 
"What will the volunteer have 
to gain in the way of enric<h-

addition, several universities_ in 
this country are now offermg 
Master's Degree credits for the 
two year's work in tlhe Peace 
Corps. There is ailso the factor 
of cultural enrichment · which 
should be considered. 

Mr. Nelson explained care­
fully the application procedure 
and requirements. ''Seniors 
graduating in June, 1963 will be 
given the privilege of learning 
within 4-6 weeks what decision 
has been made about their ap­
plication. This is considerably 
less than the normal waiting 
period. The only requirements 
are that tlhe volunteer be at 
least 18 years old, be in good 
health, and have something to 
offer the Corps." 

The training is intensive, of 
necessity. The prospective vol­
unteer receives instruction in 
the history and political philos­
ophy of the country to which 
he will be going, in U. S. his­
tory, in tlhe language and dia­
lect that he will need to know, 
and in learning the methods of 
countering Communist propa­
ganda. "The entire training 
program takes about two or 
three months, and just abo\lt 
25% of the applicants wash 
out," Mr. Nelson said. 

"Although about 100% of 
our volunteers contract some 
intestional Hlness, such as 
dysentery, we have lost, in the 
past 18 months, only three 
volunteers, two of whom were 
killed in plane accidents. Inci­
dentally, none of our v.olunteers 
get seriously ill, since they have 
been inoculated against virtual­
ly every disease imaginable." 

Mr. Nelson concluded that, 
"The petty annoyances that the 
volunteer may encounter will 
be more than offset b:l'-tb..e...llirill 
of doing something worthwhile 
for his country and for the en­
tire world community."

new constitution would g'ive the 
governor the power of the 
"i,tem veto" and also more time 
to decide whether to veto or 
approve a bill. 

The commission, in regard to 
dual O'ffice hdlding, recO'ffimend­
ed that the governor appoint 
t'he secretary of s'tate and that 
he no ronger serve as secretary 
•of the Senate. The present 
constitution, Article VI, Sec­
ti-on 4, allows the secretary O'f 
state t•o serve in both the legis­
lative and executive bTanches of 
the government. 

One O'f the major changes 
proposed in the executive 
'branch is the four-year term of 
office. The itwenty-sirth amend­
ment to the present cons'titu-

Practice Full Swing 
The Rlh·ode Island College 

basket'ball te·am began its full 
practice Saturday, OC'tober 27th, 
with 25 pl,ayers particip•ating. 
The team practices on eae'h 
weekday for two hours, plus a 
Saturday session. Having prog­
ressed fr.om their training in 
weightlifting, the pliayers now 
are going throu·gh the basic fun­
damental's <Yf basketlball step 
by step. M•though there is some 
vari.ance in the different prac­
tice sessions, a typical practi'ce 
would fol1<YW this pattern. 

The players begin I.oosening 
their muscles by doing a few 
sit-ups, push-ups and deep-knee 
bends. At thi·s point t'hey begin 
drill with the fumiliar lay-up, a 
shot whereby the player lays the 
ball up and into the basket, 
sometimes with the 1aid of the 
backboard. 'For •some players, 
however, tile lay-up is a drf\fieult 
sh<Yt to execute. Bernon "'Jack" 

Wheeler is a good example. 
IRJa'ther t'han laying up the baH, 
Jack dunks it. Olf course, in 
most insbances, tfos ahil'rty is an 
asset rather than a lialbility and 
Jack, along with Mike Van Lee­
sten and Bolb Sheldon, should 
make the front court very pow­
erful. 

Follawing the lay-ups, the 
players proceed with s•ome 
jump 0 shots fr<Ym outside the 
immediate area of the basket. 
It is from this areia that Ray 
Pepin and Charlie Wilkes, vet­
eran backcomt men, will be do­
ing their shooting. 

Whereas lay-ups and jump­
shots are best mastered by the 
individual players, the next 
drill, passing and driblbling, is 
best mastered by· the team as a 
whole. Splitting up the p1'ay­
ers into groups of five, Coach 
Sheehan explains tile varrous 
methods of passing the ball. 
One would think that fu'is rou­
tine would be one of the easier 
drills, yet it is not. Anyone 
watching the players practicing 
these drills would realize the 
complexity of many of these 
routines. 

Alfter practi'ce in I}assing 
and handing off the b11ll, the 
pliayers run through actual 
plays under the guidan'ce of 
Coae'h Sheehan. He wants to 
corree't weakness before the 
season starts rather than wait 
untH it is too late. 

Under the direction of Coach

of the remarkable a0hieve­
menits. Thus, they are con­
vinced orf their mer'i!f; and l!Jhe 
ultimate rule of Oommun'ism in 
the world. 

Many efforts ito contrast !the 
States and the USSR resulted 
in frustration beoo.use of opp'os­
ing philosophies. A planned 
ecxmomy leaves it to tlle govern­
menlt to determine W'Jw.it rs 
needed. Autos, clolthing, 1and so 
many items taken for granted 
in our daily living are held out 
as promises in future Five-Year 
plans. The Soviet citizen has 
to content himself wH,h tfue 
present. 

I do not mean to underesti­
mate the apparent effect,iveness 
of the Soviet Union. rt is ac­
tually frightening to see what 
has been accomplished under 
this autocr-a·cy. The citizens 
emphasize the welJfare benefits 
of education, health and medi­
cal •care, cheap hous:ing -and no 
unemployment. rt is disturlb­
ing to me, however, that one 
cannot dis1cuss with them that 
other systems can provide for 
general welfare. 

I question what happens to 
a society w'here everything is 
given to you. What 'happens to 

initiative and to thinking? I'f 
there are people who are dis­
satisfied, and there must be, 
they did not express them­
selves. How long can people be 
manipulated and granted token 
rewards and live on promises? 

As I evaluated what I had 
seen and experienced, I felt 
that above all, the Communist 
sys'tem was •effeeting 1a dehuman­
ization and de-emphasis of im­
portance orf t'he individual. The 
non-deS'cript faces ·orf the people 
were striking. 'Many of the 
present generation, suC'h as our 
guide, have been cared for by 
the government (State) since 
the age of three months. From 
nursery, to kindergarten, to 
boarding school, and now the 
university or j,ob, they have 
been taught that the State is 
their ·guardian. They have ben­
efited. 

There is no religion a,nd the 
State thereby ,is t'he object to 
be served. One recognizes 'how 
any regard for the individual 
per se is a'1most non-existent 
since everything one does is em­
phasii.zed for ,the ,bene!fit orf the 
masses and State. So much of 
life is in groups. Travel is 
always in a 1arge group, educa­
tion is orf 1!he masses, the work­
ers work, live, study, have rec-
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reation, and vacation In their 
selrf-conta:ined unit. 

Peace and friendship are 
terms expressed so commonly 
tha't they become almost farci­
cal. Aliways the Soviets ,are the 
adv.ocates and the West is the 
aggressor. History has been 
taught in such a way and all 
the propa,garrda i's so presented 
that every war was begun by 
the UnHed States. The people 
are being fed the ''peace line" 
and at t'he same time doubt and 
fear are instilled w'it'h the em­
phas:is on the aggressiiveness of 
the West. There was not much 
evidence orf the people's fear 
of war as I felt ,aU t'heir ener­
gies and time went into trying 
to earn a living ,and ta'ke care 
orf immediate needs. 

In summary, I left t'he So­
viet Unfon with a ifeel1ing that I 
'hrad seen -and learned H,ttle. It 
would require a long period to 
try to scratch benea,th the sur­
foce. I :had opportunities not 
·ex,perience'd by most 'tourists. 
Our group did not receive the 
caviar-vodk,a circuit because we 
were not the usual Intourist 
first-crass visi,tors. 

I had managed to explore 
places outside what is permit­
ted. , But, I still was not a'ble 
to secure the free expression of 
citizens which heretofore had 
been a~hieved. Thus, I fel,t that 
I sti'll had seen -0n~y what the 
U!SISIR wants visitors to see. 

I do not overlook the •accom­
plishments. One cannot ques­
tion the Russian space achieve­
ments, the improvements in 
housing, education and general 
living standards. But it is ap­
palling ,to see the defective 
plumbing, the sulbstandard con­
struction, and the generally in­
efficient management. Under 
free enterprise one could not 
survive very long wi'tlh these 
s,ame condi'tions. 

The question whi~h continues 
to linger wit'h me is how long 
can people be kept under this 
control? Will the Soviet system 
ultimately make such progress 
that it does afford the 'best in 
life? ,Can a society w'i'thout 
moral values sustain itself? Is 
the State enough of a symbol to 
motivate all human energies 
adequately? It is an exper­
ience for an Ameri 1can to see 
the gains of t'he Soviet Union. 

But I believe it is an even 
greater challenge to look at 
ourselves and our way of file 
-and recognize the shortcomings 
of -the Soviet society. The chal­
lenge ,jg for us and I do not 
believe we can be complacent. 
Anything less ,than trying to 
maintain our benefits and 
strengthening our way of life 
may prove our downfall. 

Ours may be the mo,re -diffi­
cult pr-0cess but the alternative 
·of liv,ing under the Communist 
system could materialize should 
we foil to exercise the privil­
eges of our democratic heri­
tage. 'My brief exposure to the 
Soviet Union and three other 
summers in the Soviet bloc 
have reinforced my conviction 
a'bout our society. I would not 
ever hope for anything other 
than the privileges I have had 
to date.

Dr. Clara '.M. Graig who served 
tlle College from 1893 to 194-0 
as teacher, 1a'boratory schooI 
principa'l, and director of stu­
dent teaching. 

President Gaige spoke of 
Mary Lee at t'he first chapel 
exercises 1held after 'her death 
and cited her "faifu 'in sim­
plicity and her awareness that 
character, love and patience are 
the keystones to great teach­
ing." 

Oowh-ands R-ide Tomorrow S•aid DO'ctor Keefe, "The basic

tones and more elaborrte sound 
patterns.

Every new teacher, whether 
or not he likes it, faces immedi­
ately upon lbaking a position 
the question of affiliati•on. He 
may drift witll the tide, of 
course, and simply join the 
organization that 'happens to be 
dominant in the locality in 
w'hiich he :finds employment. Burt 
the person with an inquiring 
m'ind can not leave it at that. 
This person must probe deeper. 
And eventually he must con­
sider the ques•llion olf teacher 
unionimtion. 

Obviously, it would lbe best 
ii£ every potentia'1 teacher looked 
into 'the question before he ac­
tuaHy started teaching. There is 
plenty of material on rtihe sub­
ject. !Much of it can be found 
in the library at Rlhode Island 
College. 

Possibly an assessmenrt of the 
s'ituaJtion 1as it exists in Rhode 
Island at the present time 
would be O'f some help. But it 
must be kept in mind that it is 
an involved subject and that 
part of it goes back a hundred 
years. 

In Rhode Island just about 
all teachers are unionized. How­
ever, they do not all befong to 
honest unions. Some belong to 
a type or organi7lation that went 
out of style in industry thirty 
years ago. 

The American Oollege Dic­
tionary defines a labor union as 

"an organization of wage earn­
ers or salaried employees for 
muiliual alid and prdtection, and 
for dealing collectively wiith 
employers." And, certairrly, t!he 
two great teactier organizations, 
the American Federation of 
Teachers and the National 'Edu­
cation ,A!Ssociation, fit :flt.is de­
scription. 

But tihe American Co'1lege 
Dictionary de'.Jiines another per­
tinent term and it is here that 
the AF!' and the NEA go 1their 
separate ways. The term ''com­
pany union" is defined as "a 
union dominated by the em­
ployers of i·ts members." This 
description fiits the NEA and i'ts 
affiliates. In fact, the NEA has 
been just so designated by the 
AFL,,OIO. 

This is ,an area a·bout wMch 
Asso'Cia1tion officials are sensi­
tive. They deny tlle charge 
moslt emphatically. They im­
mediately start playing the num­
bers game. You will be told 
that 85% ,()If the membership of 
the NEA are classroom teachers; 
that 90% of the membership 
of the R.I.E.A. are classroom 
teachers; that the classroom 
teachers can ,outvote the admin­
istrators by ten to one IN A 
DELEGATE ASSEJMBL Y if they 
so choose. Burt they do not tell 
you what percentage of the 
NEJA Board of Directors are

Adams served as chairman for 
five years, approved the naming 
at its monthly meeting Wednes­
day, November 7. 

The structure, which will 
eventua11y house 300,000 vol­
umes and provide study and 
research space for 870 students, 
is scheduled for ~ompletion 
early neict year. It was designed 
by Lester J. Millman Associ­
ates. 

Dr. Adams 'has a record of 
service io higher education 
whie'h stretches back to 1919 
when he was appointed an in- I 
struc<tor at the University of 
Michigan. He was awarded his 
bache!or's and master's degrees 
by the same instituttion. 

He joined the faculty of 
Brown University as a profes­
sor of economics in 1927, and 
held that position until 1941. 
Dr. Adams also served as vice 
president of Brown from 1930 
until 1944. 

In 1945, Dr. Adams returned 
to the University of Michigan 
as Provost, and held that post 
until his retirement in 1951. 

His sense of dedication caused 
him to ·come out of his retire­
ment to <assume the chairman­
ship of the Board of Trustees 
of State Colleges in 1955. In 
that same year he was awarded 
an honorary doctorate by the 
University of Rhode Island. RIC

Dr. Lee graduated from the 
College in 1.928. During her un­
dergraduate days, s'he served as 
president of her class, and s'he 
was one of the first presidents 
of Student Government. She was 
also chosen as the Coll'lege's 
firsit student delegate to the an­
nual conference O'f the Eastern 
States Association of Profes­
sfonal !Schools 'for Teachers. 

Af!ter graduation, she taught 
mathematics at East Providence 
junior 'high school before join­
ing file R.T.C.E. faculty in 1937. 
!Dr. Lee earned her Master o'f 
Education degree from the Col­
lege in 1933, and was awarded 
t'he honorary degree of Doctor 
of Education from .Oat'holic 
Teachers College in 1948. Dr. 
Lee served as Director of 
Training at the College fuom 
J 940 unti'l her sudden death in 
August, 1957. 

When the new College campus 
was dedkated in 1958, the
