Gen Ed 2000 
approaches 
milestone

A
s General Education 2000 
nears a major milestone -
the first group of students 
to complete the full pro­

gram will graduate this spring -
creative new courses continue to be 
introduced a_nd evaluation of the 
program's effectiveness is well 
underway. 

Balance of West, non-West 
General Education 2000, which 

was implemented in the fall of 1996, 
was the result of a faculty commit­
tee's year-long review and consider­
ation of every aspect of the general 
education program, including its 
goals, purpose, structure and con­
tent. General Education 2000 
emphasizes intensive writing, criti­
cal thinking, persuasive speaking, 
and global multi-culturalism. 

The program includes a core cur­
riculum and distribution require­
ments. The core curriculum consists 
of four, four-credit courses: Western 
literature, Western history, non­
Western worlds, and critical inquiry 
into cultural issues, which com­
pares West and non-West perspec­
tives. Distribution requirements 
consist of six, three-credit courses 
designated in social and behavioral 
sciences, visual and performing 
arts, and natural sciences and 
mathematical systems. 

"Our general education program 
is quite unique with its inclusion of 
Western and non-Western cultures.

Math Professor Robert J. Salhany 

Robert J. 
Salhany, 64, of

An award

he was co-recipient of the 1988-89 
Paul Maixner Award for distin­
guished teaching in the Faculty of 
Arts and Sciences, ~nd won the RIC 
Alumni Association's Faculty Award 
in 1994 for "exemplary service to the 
College." 

"He was our first elected chair, and 
as such did much to establish a 
department culture of true collabora­
tion, a spirit that should never be 
taken for granted. Bob was elected 
because he got along with everyone, 
senior and junior faculty alike. All 
respected his personal qualities -
we knew he would always try to do 
the right thing; he never acted out of 
narrow self-interest. He inspired us 
to be better, to help each other, to 
look out for others as he did," said 
Prof. Barry Schiller, department 
chair, in a moving tribute in the RIC 
AFT Newsletter. 

"Bob was a colleague, a friend and 
a brother," said Helen E. Salzberg, 
professor of mathematics and former 
department chair. "I will miss him 
greatly and I think our students, his 
colleagues and the whole College will 
miss him. He contributed so much 
here." 

"Bob was a gentle soul who gen­
uinely loved people and life. Despite 
his suffering in the months before 
his death, he displayed flashes of 
good humor and wit while struggling 
mightily to complete his teaching 
responsibilities. He was a good friend 
and will be greatly missed," said 
George LaTour, associate editor of 
What's News, who frequently worked 
with Salhany preparing news items 
about departmental faculty. 

Born Feb. 19, 1935 in Central 
Falls, a son of the late Kamel and 
Ethel (Nahas) Salhany, he had 

resided in North Smithfield before 
moving to North Providence in 1976. 

He earned a bachelor's degree in 
electrical engineering from the 
University of Rhode Island in 1957; 
a master's degree in electrical engi­
neering from New York University 
in 1959; a master's degree in mathe­
matics from URI in 1962; a master's 
degree in statistics at Florida State 
University in 1967, and a PhD in · 
mathematics from New York 
University in 1972. 

By then, he had already served on 
the RIC math faculty for 10 years, 
starting in 1962 as an assistant 
professor. He taught various 
courses, from freshman algebra to 
graduate statistics and general edu­
cation, and is credited with helping 
develop the mathematics curricu­
lum. He served as department chair 
from 1973-76 and rose to the rank of 
full professor in 1977. 

Prior to his tenure at RIC, he had 
served as an instructor of mathe­
matics at URI for a year and before 
that as a member of the technical· 
staff at Bell Telephone Labs and 
Raytheon Corporation for several 
years during which he wrote a dozen 
or so technical memoranda and 
papers. 

He was a member of St. Mary's 
Antiochian Orthodox Church, 
Pawtucket and served on the Arabic 
Educational Foundation for a time. 
He was an avid amateur photogra­
pher, often shooting pictures of 
College events. 

Besides his former wife Lucille T. 
(Blain) Salhany, he is survived by 
two sons, Stephen R. Salhany of 
Newtonville, Mass., and Daniel B. 
Salhany of Lincoln; three sisters, 

_ Ida Lavin and Margaret Haley, both 
of Pawtucket, and Lorice Zahka of 
Dedham, Mass.; two brothers, 
William Salhany of Pawtucket and 
John Salhany of Central Falls, and 
nieces and nephews. He was the 
brother of the late Fred Salhany and 
Lily Salhany. 

Funeral services were held from 
the William W. Tripp Funeral Home, 
Pawtucket, with a service in St. 
Mary's Antiochian Orthodox 
Church. Burial was in Walnut Hill 
Cemetery, Pawtucket.

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RIC senior is nationally ranked body 
builder, sets sights on ultimate title

S
ome artists sculpt statues of 
clay. A Rhode Island College 
student has sculptured his 
own body into a work of art. 

People of a certain age may 
remember Charles Atlas, the "body 
perfect" from those ads at the rear of 
comic books which showed a young 
stripling getting sand kicked in his 
face by some bully at the beach. 
After signing up with Atlas he devel­
ops himself to the point where no 
one else would dare kick sand at 
him. 

"I was always interested in body 
building," assures Jeff Shuttleworth 
of Providence, a body builder who 
has achieved admirable results. 

Now 28 and a senior studying 
social sciences, Shuttleworth says he 
can remember being 13 years of age 
and having a poster of former body 
builder-turned-movie-star Arnold 
Schwarzenegger on his wall "when 
other kids hung pictures of rock 
stars." 

"I read a lot about body building 
- how to get bigger and how to get 
stronger," he says. 

By age 14, Shuttleworth started 
lifting weights which he continued 
on into high school. But that was not 
his only physical exercise. He was 
captain of the hockey, soccer and 
track teams and as a senior in 1989 
was named Athlete of the Year by 
Smithfield High School and the local 
Elks lodge. 

He continued lifting weights on 
into college. At RIC in 1993-94, as 
captain of the track team, he threw 
the shotput which, he says, required 
"a lot of weight lifting'' to adequately 
prepare. 

Holds the record 
Throwing the shot successfully -

he still holds the record at RIC -
required ''bulking up" in weight. 

"You have to be more heavy than 
lean in that sport." 

You "bulk up" by eating, says 
Shuttleworth, who went up to 240 
pounds at one point, which was too 
much weight for his 5'7" frame. 

"I had trouble keeping Il__lY weight 
down as a kid. It' s been an advan­
tage of sorts now because I've alway s 
had to watch my weight. " 

He says to diet successfully as a 
body builder you have to know what 

you're going to do weeks beforehand. 
You start off at 3,000 calories a day 
and work down to 1,000 - all 
according to a plan which is written 
down in advance. 

"It's basically sticking to what you 
say you're going to eat. You kind of 
have to put your life on hold while 
you're doing it," he says. 

"It's easy to not eat. It's not eating 
and working out at high levels (of 
exercise) that's hard," he assures, 
although he admits to being seri­
ously tempted to inhale a box of

chocolate cookies now and then. 
By then he was monitoring his 

weight as well as working out. 
Down to 160 pounds of muscle in 

1994, he entered his first body build­
ing competition at Bristol 
Community College in Fall River. 

Shuttleworth is quick to explain 
that "competition" is the correct ter­
minology and not "show." 

"They don't like to call it a show. 
They don't want to have it sound 
like a beauty pageant. It's more like 
gymnastics. They consider it a sport. 
You're judged on your body symme­
try, density and muscularity. 

"The best shaped body, large mus­
cles and low body fat is judged best," 
says Shuttleworth. 

In that first competition, "I didn't 
even place," he says. 

Since then, Shuttleworth has com­
peted in three or four contests a 
year. He came in second in 
Massachusetts in 1998 and first in 
the Pennsylvania Bodybuilding 
Championship that same year .

Grad course in chemistry 
for teachers to address environment 

A graduate course in chemistry 
for teachers who wish to know 
more about such topics as the 
ozone layer, acid rain, groundwater 
pollution, ocean dumping or the 
Woonasquatucket River will be 
offered at Rhode Island College in 
January. 

Chemistry 550: Chemistry of the 
Environment will provide additional 
content for chemistry teachers who 
wish to renew their certification 
and apply towards continuing edu­
cation requirements. 

Course prerequisites are curios­
ity about the application of chem­
istry to environmental issues and 
either a chemistry or related sci­
ence bachelor's degree or experi­
ence teaching chemistry. 

It runs from Jan. 24 to May 6, 

meeting Thursdays from 4-7 p.m. 
in Clarke Science Building 115 and 
is for three graduate credits. 

The course will examine original 
literature and reference works to 
explore a variety of related topics, 
and explore the tools scientists use 
to answer environmental ques­
tions. 

There will be class/discussion 
meetings as well as some lab and , 
field work. Each student will be 
evaluated based upon a portfolio 
of work such as reports, papers 
and presentations according to cri­
teria agreed upon at the start of the 
course.

of Esmond, a retired French and 
English teacher from Ponagansett 
who did graduate work at RIC in 
the 1980s, says he doesn't like to 
admit it, but also in 1998 she 
entered him in Cosmopolitan maga­
zine's Man of the Year contest which 
he won after going to New York for 
the judging. 

Shuttleworth credits his family, 
particularly his mother and his girl­
friend, for their moral support. 

The Pennsylvania win qualified 
him for national competition this 
year in the American Natural 
Bodybuilding Conference in Tampa, 
Fla., in November. 

"That's the biggest one in the 
country. If you win that one, you're 
basically Mr. America," says 
Shuttleworth. 

Asked about what was meant by 
"natural body building," he explains 
that competitors have to be drug 
free - no steroids, no diuretics or 
other aids - and you are tested rig­
orously. 

"I trained at Bally Total Fitness in 
North Providence (where he works 
full time as a personal trainer) and 
Gold's Gym in Smithfield for almost 
a whole year for this competition." 
Bally was his sponsor. 

He "tried to fix everything that 
was wrong'' with himself and got his 
weight to an optimal 170 pounds, 
but wasn't quite ready for the expe­
rience of parading in his "under­
wear" before the thousands of on­
lookers in the huge auditorium. 

"You walk out and the spotlight 
hits you. You strike a pose and the 
crowd applauds so loud you can't 
even hear your own music. The 
lights are really hot. You can barely 
see the audience," he says. 

The music he refers to is that 
which competitors chose to accom­
pany them as they go through their 
routine of striking poses. 

Mandatory poses 
The 100 body builders have to 

strike certain mandatory poses such 
as those which best expose the front 
double biceps, the side chest and 
side triceps. 

Shuttleworth used his best poses 
from previous competitions and not 
only impressed the audience and 
judges , but the other body builders 
as well . 

It seem s that he was one of the 
younge st there. Most body builders 
on the national level "mature" in 
their early to mid-thirties, he says. 

Shuttleworth came in in the top 
10 in the preliminary judging and 
was ranked seventh nationally by 
the time it was over. 

"A lot of the time the guy with the 
best genetics wins," he says, point­
ing out, however, that "all the guys 
in competition have at least decent 
genetics. Then it comes down to who 
works the smartest and hardest." 

He says it is "very difficult" to 
keep in top shape. 

"You've really got to know what 
you're doing to keep it." 

He was elated with his seventh 
place ranking and because ofit auto­
matically qualifies for entry in the 
next national competition which will 
be held in 2000 in Boston. 

Shuttleworth has high hopes for 
himself the next time out and, if not 
then , maybe the time after. 

As he points out , the guy who 
came in second this year had com­
peted in the national competition 
four times previously. 

For Shuttleworth, this was only 
his first attempt on the road to fame 
as Mr. America.

Prof. emerita named 
Female Athlete of 

Year 
Billie A. Burrill, associate pro­

fessor emerita of Health, Physical 
Education and Recreation, was 
named Rhode Island Association 
of Girls & Women in Sports 
(RIAGWS) Female Athlete of the 
Year in ceremonies at the 
University of Rhode Island Jan. 
29. 

Burrill, afflicted with arthritis, 
started swimming as "the only 
thing I could do comfortably" at 
age 64 and entered her first com­
petition shortly thereafter. 

Since then, she's "been all 
over," traveling to Japan in 1985 
for an international swimming 
meet where she broke the record 
in her age category for the 800-
meter freestyle. She also holds 
the record for the 1500-meter 
freestyle and one world record in 
relay. 

Pancreatic cancer 
support group 

Karon R. Dionne, director of 
Rhode Island College Outreach 
Programs, is organizing a New 
England-wide support group for 
the families and victims of pan­
creatic cancer, a disease that took 
the life of her husband Bill last 
April. 

PanCan Action Network will 
be an affiliate of the national 
organization headquartered in 
California. Its purpose is to focus 
attention on the need to find a 
cure and ultimately eliminate the 
disease. 

The New England chapter is 
trying to provide support for 
patients, their families and care 
givers of those with pancreatic 
cancer, says Dionne. 

"Pancreatic cancer is the fourth 
leading killer of cancer victims 
among both men and women and 
it receives the smallest amount of 
federal funding - only $15.5 mil­
lion, which is $491 per person per 
mortality," says Dionne. 

The disease, she says, "has the 
highest mortality rate of all dis­
eases" with 99 percent of people 
diagnosed with it dying within 
three-to-six months of diagnosis. 

Dionne was featured in early 
December on two segments on 
NBC 10-TV about the organiza­
tion of the chapter, and plans to 
talk to medical students at Brown 
University to try and interest 
them in pancreatic cancer 
research. She says she hopes the 
newly formed chapter will be able 
to provide at least one medical 
student with "career develop­
ment" monetary support. 

Governor Almond and the state 
legislature, through the efforts of 
Thomas Izzo, a state senator from 
Cranston, have declared 
November Pancreatic Cancer 
Awareness Month, joining 48 
other states which have done the 
same, says Dionne.

The emphasis ·on writing and criti cal 
thinking and the expo sure to Wes t 
and non-We st studies are import ant 
in preparing students for the world 
in the 21st century, " said Carol yn 
Fluehr-Lobban, current chair of th e 
Committee on General Educati on 
(COGE ) and professor of anthropol­
ogy. 

'Unleashing creativity' 
Now , with the p r og ra m in i ts 

fourth yea r, COGE is exa mining the 
impact a nd impl em ent at io n of the 
curriculum. Over th e course of thr ee 
s emester s, the comm itt ee h as con ­
duct ed focu s gr oup s with facu lty and 
two veys of stud ents in 13 sec­
tions of th e re 1 and Core 2 classes 
to gather information. Th es e find ­
ings were among the topics of di scus­
sion on Jan. 19 at the fourth annual 
faculty development workshop, enti­
tled "Sharing What Works: 
Broadening the Conversation on 
Writing, Critical Thinking and 
Technology." 

In a written summary, Fluehr­
Lobban states, "The overall evalua­
tion process suggests that a number 
of changes have taken place both in 
terms of course content and peda­
gogy." She elaborated at the work­
shop, noting, "General Ed 2000 has 
unleashed creativity, which is what 
we had hoped would happen. The 
faculty have bridged cultural and 
discipline gaps."

• Zen and the Literary Experience;

Environment; 
• Native American Philosophy; 
• Non-Western literatures (Africa 
and Asia) 
• Religious Resurgence and 
Democratic Politics; 
• Writing, Culture and "Civilization": 
from papyrus to cyberspace. 

"Many students used to view gen-

cation courses are now taught by 
full-time faculty. The focus on writ­
ing and critical thinking is obvious. 

"Writing is more integral to class 
instead of having just one term paper 
at the end of the semester. We are 
grappling with critical thinking -
what faculty think it is , what stu­
dents think it is, how to teach it ," 
Fluehr-Lobban said. 

Students report improvement 

Preliminary findings do indicate 
the approach is making an impact. 
• Seventy percent of respondents 
said the Core 1 and Core 2 classes 
improved their writing "somewhat" 
and another 14 percent said the 
courses improved their writing "very 
much." 
• Sixty-four percent said their abil­
ity to read and think critically was 
improved "somewhat" by these 
courses and another 23 percent said 

f- it was impro ve d "very much." 
• Responsive writings, with 64 per­
cent, and formal writing assignment, 
with 57 percent, were rated the most 
helpful in improving their writing. 
• More than 90 percent of those sur­
veyed said critical thinking was 
emphasized either "a great deal" or 
"somewhat" in the courses. 
• Writing assignments, with 70 per­
cent , and lectures by the professor, 
with 62 percent were rated the most 
helpful in improving critical think­
ing. 

Difference is apparent 
The faculty teaching the courses 

have noticed the difference too. 
Joanne Schneider, associate profes­
sor of history and one of the profes­
sors involved in developing and 
teaching the new thematic history 
course , said, "We took the approach 
of five themes . We focus on the big 
picture and get students away from 
thinking of history as the memoriza­
tion of dates. Students have said, 
'I've never had a history course 
taught this way. It's , not what I 
expected.' That's great. We are break­
ing the stereotypes." 

·The themes are: order and author­
ity (politics); expansion and cultural 
contact (empires); artistic expres­
sion; living in the natural world (eco­
nomics and society); and myth, faith 
and beliefs. 

Measuring Critical Thinking 
One of the challenges for COGE is 

measuring critical thinking which 
has generated an ongoing discussion 
among faculty. In fact, the keynote 
speaker at the faculty development 
workshop this year addressed the 
topic "Teaching and Evaluating 
Critical Thinking." The keynote 
speaker was Barbara E. Walvoord, 
professor of English and director of 
th e John Kaneb Center for Teaching 
and Learning at the University of 
Notre Dame . 

Faculty are also working on this in 
the classroom. For instance, in the 
fall semester, Jane Williams and 
Carolyn Wood, both associate profes­
sors of nursing, team taught Dying, 
Loss and Grief: Cross-cultural 
Perspec{ives. They used a pilot 
assessment tool developed by an ad 
hoc assessment team to measure 
critical thinking. 

One of their assignments required 
students to read a specific position 
paper on capital punishment; ana­
lyze it; present an alternative, oppos­
ing view; and compare and contrast 
the consequences of the viewpoints. 
Their modified version of the assess­
ment tool delineated specific criteria 
for scoring based on comprehension, 
presentation of an argument, com­
parison and contrast, and usage of 
grammar, syntax, spelling and refer­
encing guidelines. 

•"It was gratifying to see the stu­
dents demonstrate critical thinking 
in their writings," Williams noted. 
Wood added, "A number of students 
stated that having to research a dif­
ferent position than what they per­
sonally held , caused them to reflect. 
They were not so sure of their posi­
tion anymore . Looking at other 
points of view made them realize it 
was a more complex issue.'' 

In the coming months, COGE will 
continue to evaluate the impact of 

_ General Education 2000 and to 
develop ways to teach and assess 
writing and critical thinking. The 
committee may also be looking for a 
new name for the general education 
program now that the year 2000 is 
here, Fluehr-Lobban said, somewhat 
in jest.

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Athletics 
Henault sets the tone for RIC wrestling

Rhode Island College's Craig 
Henault is one of the top young 
wrestlers in the New England 
College Conference Wrestling 
Association (NECCWA). Though 
he's only a freshman, Henault has 
already earned a spot in the start­
ing lineup and is quickly making 
a name for himself in college 
wrestling. "I knew wrestling in 
college was going to be tough, but 
I would have been disappointed if 
I hadn't done well so far," he says. 

The Pascoag native is currently 
9-6 through his first 15 college 
matches at 125 pounds. He is sec­
ond on the team with nine wins, a 
.600 winning percentage, two 
wins by fall and 39 total points. 
Henault is tied for second on the 
team with 11 near-falls. He placed 
fifth in the 125 pound weight class 
at the Hunter College Invitational 
on Jan. 8. He was the only mem­
ber of the team to win all three of 
his matches at the New York 
University quad-meet on Jan. 15. 

He has been named the Pilgrim 
Wrestling League's Rookie of the 
Week twice already this season. 

"Craig is just beginning to real­
ize that it doesn't matter who 
you're wrestling or what their cre­
dentials are," says RIC Head 
Coach Jay Jones. "He just goes 
out there and gives it his all in 
every match." 

Renault's ability as a wrestler 
was evident when he battled one 
of the top wrestlers in his weight 
class, WPt's Nick Macsata, in a 
dual match early in the season. 
Henault gave the '99 fourth place, 
All-New Englander all he could 
handle before bowing ou__t 7-5 in 
overtime. A couple of weeks ear­
lier, Macsata had defeated 

Henault 8-0 at the Doug Parker 
Invitational. 

"I'll give you a good example of 
Craig's mentality," Jones adds. 
"At the Hunter Invitational, he 
lost a close match (6-4) to a kid 
from New York University that he 
probably should have won. He 
came back and faced the same kid 
at a quad-meet a week later, made 
the right adjustments, and beat 
the kid (6-2) pretty convincingly. 
That shows his development as a 
college wrestler." 

Henault has steadily made 
improvements in his techniques 
since the team began practicing 
well over three months ago. "I 
think I have improved since the 
first day I stepped on the mat 
here at RIC," the 5'5" Henault 
says. "The team here gets along 
great and everyone is helping 
each other out. I think I am 
smarter, quicker and faster since 
the season started." 

As for the freshman adjustment 
to college, Henault has several 
observations. "College wrestling 
is a lot different than in high 
school. There are no matches off. 
Everyone is tough. In high school, 
you see the same faces over and 
over. In college, every time you 
compete, you're going up against 
a solid wrestler that you know 
nothing about." 

Henault has been wrestling 
since he was 12 years old. "Of all 
the .sports I've done, wrestling, by 
far, pushes you the most and is a 
constant challenge." 

He wrestled all four of his years 
at Burrillville High School. He 
placed fifth in the 125 pound 
weight class at the Rhode Island 
State Championships as a senior 
in 1999. In addition to wrestling, 
he was also a cornerback on the 
Broncos football team. He 
received the Major Decota Award 

for loyalty, 
sportsman­
ship and 
courage from 
Burrillville 
High School 
in 1999. 

When it 
came time to 
choose a col­
lege, Henault _ 
decided to ==-=---==-----__J 
stay local. "I came to Rhode Island 
College because I knew I'd be able 
to live at home and commute, plus 
be able to wrestle." Coach Jones , 
formerly the wrestling coach at 
Barrington .High School, knew 
what he was getting when 
Henault signed on to wrestle for 
the Anchormen. "I remember him 
being a tough competitor in high 
school. I knew he'd be a bright 
spot in the wrestling room and a 
tremendous asset to our team." 

RIC is currently 2-6 overall, 1-3 
in the NECCWA and 1-1 in the 
Pilgrim Wrestling League. "If he 
continues to work hard," Jones 
says, ''he has a chance to surprise 
some people and possibly place at 
the NECCWA Championships." 
The 2000 NECCWA Cham­
pionships will be hosted by 
Western New England College on 
Feb. 19 and 20. Henault adds, "I 
just want to keep pushing myself, 
hopefully have a winning record 
and dowel} at the New Englands." 

Although he's undecided about 
a major, the freshman is leaning 
toward chemistry and possibly a 
career in teaching. As one of the 
team's building blocks, Henault is 
looking forward to the next few 
years at RIC. "We have a good 
nucleus of wrestlers here. We're 
only losing two guys this season 
so hopefully we'll keep getting 
better."

Alums make beautiful music but not always · together

They're middle initials are "J" 
but that's not the only thing 
they have in common. 

They're both Rhode Island College 
graduates from the 1980s; both are 
professional performers with local 
musical groups, and both perform 
Celtic music primarily. 

Russell J. Gusetti '88 of 
Pawtucket and Elwood J. Donnelly 
'80 of Foster perform with 
Pendragon and the folk duo Atwater 
& Donnelly, respectively. 

They know each other and the two 
groups perform at the same gig occa­
sionally, but they were unaware 
both are RIC grads. 

Russell Gusetti 
Gusetti got involved with 

Pendragon "right out of high school" 
16 years ago when Mary Lee 
Partington came up with the con­
cept. He and Partington, Bob 
Drouin, Phil Edmonds and Ron 
Schmitt had met while taking a 
madrigal singing class as · part of a 
Renaissance fair in Cumberland. 

"Once the fair ended we just basi­
cally stayed together and kept play­
ing. We honed in on what kind of 
music we wanted to play and stuck 
to it," says Gusetti. 

The group is often joined by U.S. 
champion stepdancer Kevin Doyle 
and on occasion by stepdancer 
Kieran Jordan. 

Original music 
Pendragon's music celebrates the 

lives and lore of generations of New 
Englanders who brought traditions 
from Ireland, Scotland, England, 
French Canada and other distant 
shores to the banks of the 
Blackstone River. 

It blends lively jigs and reels with 
Partington's original songs depicting 
the experiences of the immigrants 
who settled in the Blackstone Valley 
and their role in the mill and textile 
traditions of New England. 

The band composes and performs 
its original songs and dance tunes 
on an innovative combination of 
bouzouki, guitar, whistle, fiddle, 
concertina, banjo, mandolin, 
bodhran, synthesizer, drums, bass 
and button accordion. 

Obviously, each member plays 
more than one instrument. Gusetti's 
expertise is on guita:r:, concertina, 
the five-string banjo and whistle. 

In the course of a year, Pendragon 
plays between 60 and 80 gigs "which 
is pretty hefty considering we all 
have other jobs," notes Gusetti. One 
of their recent performances was at 
the RIC Theatre's production of the 
Irish play Dancing at Lughnasa in 
the fall. 

"This is not a full-time job. Maybe 
that's the reason we've lasted 16 
years," he says. 

Recognition and recordings 
Pendragon has been voted Best 

Local Folk Act of the Year in the 
Providence Phoenix's Best Music 
Poll five times. 

The ensemble has recorded five 
CDs, the latest entitled "Beyond 
Borders ... A Celtic Journey" which 
features several guest artists, . 
including RIC alum Ken Lyon '72 
(who was featured in a What's News 
article in November 1990) on vocals, 
electric bass, electric and slide gui-

tar. 

Concerning 
those "other 
jobs," Gusetti, 
whose major 
was studio art 
with a concen­
tration in 
graphic design, 
is a freelance 
graphic designer 
producing flyers 
and brochures 
for various busi­
nesses. 
Additionally, he 
does some public 
relations and 
advertising for 
various clients 
and takes care of 
"the business 
end" for Pen­
dragon and one 
of his other 
interests - the 
Blackstone 
River Theatre.

"I've got kind of an odd life right 
now in that I'm doing all these dif­
ferent things," he says, "but I'm 
enjoying life mainly because I'm 
doing what I want to. 

"I'm playing my music, doing 
graphic design, running the theatre, 
booking the band. I have something 
different every day. And that's a nice 
feeling," says Gusetti, who held a 
"regular" full-time job for a few 
years after college. 

"Now it's kind of nice to be in 
charge of your own schedule. Not 
that you're working any less. But it's 
truly exciting." 

Gusetti met his wife, Amy 
Ellingwood '89, while taking a pho­
tography class at RIC. She's sched­
uled to complete her master's degree 
in elementary education here this 
month (January). 

RIC recollections 
Gusetti, who is proud to hav~ been 

part of RI C's Honors Program under 
Spencer Hall, says he would "like to 
tip my hat" to Lenore D. Collins, 
associate professor of management 

and technology, who provided him 
with "the real~work, hands-on expe­
rience" in graphic design. 

"Without Lee it would have been 
very tough to get a job. She gave us 
the nuts and bolts in the arts-graphic 
design area. She knows what's going 
on in the real world and relates that 
to her students," says Gusetti. 

Elwood Donnelly 
Donnelly met his partner and later 

wife, Aubrey Atwater, in 1987 at the 
Stone Soup Coffee House in 
Providence where she was singing 
and he was aoing volunteer work. 

By the time they met, he had been 
singing and playing the guitar since 
the age of 15, first in a rock band, 
then as a solo performer, and later in 
a Cambodian band while serving in 
the Air Force in Vietnam. She was 
already a regular performer locally, 
singing original songs of social com­
mentary. 

Both are self-taught musicians. 
Besides singing, he plays guitar, har-

monica, mountain dulcimer and per­
cussion; she, banjo, mountain dul­
cimer, tin whistle and guitar. 

They play traditional American 
folk songs, Celtic ballads, a cappella 
pieces, hymns, dance tunes and orig­
inal works. 

International exposure 

In performance, they explain song 
origins and generally are credited 
with creating a humorous and 
relaxed stage presence. 

They have performed widely 
throughout the United States and 
British Isles and their six recordings 
on their own Rabbit Island Music 
label have received intern~tional air 
play. 

The New England Performer pub­
lication described their performance 
as " ... a rich tapestry of 
music ... absolutely 
mesmerizing ... exciting variety ... to 

_ see this talented pair live is quite a 
moving experience." 

Donnelly majored in elementary 
education at RIC. ' 

After graduation he taught at an 
alternative school for awhile, but 
having three children by a previous 
marriage left him little time to 
devote to music. 

His youngest, Uriah, 22, resumed 
his education at RIC in January after 

-a time away from the books. 

Music is their job 
Unlike most folk performing 

groups who have day jobs, Atwater 
and Donnelly depend entirely on 
their income from performance. 

"We're one of the very few (folk 
performers) in Rhode Island who 
don't have day jobs," says Donnelly. 

His wife takes care of the business 
end of the duo from their home and 
is their booking agent. 

Asked if they enjoy performing, 
Atwater responds, "Oh, yeah! It's so 
much fun.' 

"It's our living~" stresses Donnelly. 

Atwater-Donnelly performs eight 
to 12 shows a month at coffee houses, 

-college~, schools, libraries, folk festi­
vals and other concert venues. 

And they are grateful to Gusetti 
and Pendragon who "were wonderful 
to us when we started out, They 
still book us and have been very 
supportive.''
