Head Coach Maria Morin’s (Career record: 173-151-2, .534) Anchorwomen finished the season
with a 20-14-1 overall record and a 9-4-1 (second place) mark in the Little East Conference.
Morin was named the Little East Conference’s Coach of the Year.

RIC saw its season end with a 1-0 loss to Southern Maine in the opening round of the ECAC
tournament. It was the third time in five seasons the Anchorwomen qualified for post-season
action. The softball program recorded its fifth consecutive 20-win campaign and notched its
highest regular season conference finish ever (second).

RIC won in the opening round of the Little East Tournament with a 6-1 victory over UMass-
Boston. The Anchorwomen fell in the double-elimination second round with losses to Plymouth
State, 1-0, and Southern Maine, 3-1. Both Plymouth State and USM also qualified for the ECAC
Tournament, with the Panthers taking home the title.

Senior shortstop Melanie Miller
(Warwick, RI) leaves RIC having
played in 114 games, starting 113 of
them. She batted .286 with 343 at-bats,
58 runs, 98 hits, 12 doubles, ten triples,
41RBI, 26 walks and sevenstolen bases.
She owned a .379 career slugging
percentage and.338 on-base percentage.

As a senior in 2003, Miller played in 35
games, starting all of them. She batted
.266 with 19 runs, 24 hits, two double,
tl triples, 12 RBI and one stolen
base. She owned a .351 slu
percentage, a .337 on-base percentage
and a .900 fielding percentage.

She is a psychology and social work
major and a 1999 graduate of Pilgrim
High School.

Head Coach Jay Jones® Anchormen closed out the 2002-03 season with a seventh place finish (15 teams), and
had four grappl m All-New England honors, at the 2003 New England College Conference Wrestling

(NECCWA) Ct hips. The Rhode Island College wrestling team posted a 14-10 overall
record and a 9-6 mark in the NECCWA during the regular season. RIC captured its first-ever Pilgrim Wrestling
League title, finishing the season with a perfect 6-0 record.

Senior Mike Riley (Lowell, MA) had an outstanding senior season in 200203, becoming the New England
Champion at 133 Ibs. For his career, he posted a 79-16 record with 332 points, 294 takedowns, 20 reversals, 106

Senior assistant captain Mike Penza (Cranston, RI) closed out his Anchormen wrestling career as the first four-
year grappler under Coach Jones coaching staff. His work ethic gained him tremendous respect and his will to
place the team first reflected his unselfish attitude. He received the first-ever James Quinn Most Dedicated
Award and is a member of the Rusty Carlsten 3.0 (GPA) Club.




Men’s Basketball

Head Coach Michael Kelly’s team finished the 2002-03 season with a 13-13 overall record and a 5-
9 (seventh place) mark in the Little East Conference. RIC’s season was ended with a 90-75 loss at
Plymouth State in the opening round of the 2003 LEC Tournament on Feb. 25.

The Anchormen bettered their win total from last season by 12 games. The team’s 13 wins this winter
was one better than the combined victories of the previous three seasons (1, 8, 3).

Senior forward Mike Costigan
(Pawtucket, RI) closed out his career
having played in 100 games, starting
44 of them. His 100 games played is
good for ninth all-time at RIC. He
totaled 523 points, 252 rebounds. 85
assists and 50 steals over the course of
his career. He averaged 5.2 points, 2.5
rebounds, 0.9 assists and 0.5 steals per
game for his career.

In 2002-03, he played in 25 games,
starting one of them. He averaged 1.2
points and 0.8 rebounds per game.




Men’s Cross Country

Head Coach Kevin Jackson’s team closed out the 2002 season with a 19" place (35
teams) finish at the New England Div. Ill Championships on Nov. 16. RIC placed 16"
(42 teams) at the ECAC Div. IIl Championships on Nov. 9. The Anchormen placed
eighth (ten teams) at the Little East Conference/ MASCAC Alliance Championships
on Nov. 2. RIC placed fifth (five teams) among Little East institutions.

Senior Brian Carney (Barrington, RI) finished 244" at the ECAC championships
withatime of 41:54. He placed 107" at the Alliance Championships with a career-best
time of 37:18. Carney finished 295" at the James Early Invitational with a time of
38:27. He finished 96™ at the Roger Williams Invitational with a time of 40:53. Carney
placed 78" at the Tri-State Invitational with a time of 46:05.

19-1 overall record and a 5-9 (sixth place) mark in the Little East Conference.

RIC saw its season end with an 8-0 loss to Western Connecticut in the second round of the Little East
Tournament on May 8. RIC dropped the opening round game to top-seeded, and defending National
Champions, Eastern Connecticut, 6-2, on May 7. The squad’s 20 wins double the team’s total from last
year, and the program saw numerous single-season offensive marks fall with players setting new
records in hits, runs and RBI.

Junior first baseman Eric Gibree
(Bristol, RI) was named First Team
All-Little East Conference. He played
in 40 games, starting all of them. He
batted .358 with 43 runs, 58 hits, ten
doubles, three triples, ten home runs,
51 RBI, and one stolen base. He owned
a .642 slugging percentage, a .401 on-
base percentage and a .985 fielding
percentage. Gibree set new single-
season records in hits and RBI and also
led the club in extra base hits and home
runs. He is 14 hits shy of the all-time hit
mark at RIC heading into his senior
season.
