In late 2002, milJions of theatergoers became familiar with Plan USA/Childreach, as it was featured as a key 

thematic element in the multiple-Oscar nominated motion picture About Sch111idt, starring Jack Nicholson and 

Kathy Bates. 

Worthington is also a founder of the Hope for African Children I nitiacive, a nonprofit effort that helps hun­

dreds of thousands of children in Africa orphaned by the HIV/ AIDS pandemic. As an advocate for global AIDS 

issues, he has served as board chair of the Global AIDS AUiance. In partnership with "R.ock in R.io," the world's 

largest music festival, Mr. Worthington is currently promoting the right of all children to aspire to a better 

future.

PETER BOYER 

Doctor of Music 

Peter Boyer, a member of the R._hode Island College Class of 199 l, is one America's most successfii1 young 

orchestral composer-conductors. He has won SL, national competinons, including two BMI Award5, the First 

Mmic Carnegie HaJJ Conunission. and the Ithaca College Heckscher Prize.Ar the age of thirty-four, his 

orchestral works have received more than seventy performances to date by more than thirty-five orchestras. He 

has conducted recordings of his music with two of the world's greatest orchestras, the London Symphony 

Orchestra and the Ph.ilharmonia. His music has been heard in some of the most prestigious venues in the clas­

sical music world, including New York's Carnegie Hall, London's Abbey R._oad Studios, Los Angeles' Shrine 

Auditorium, and Dallas' Meyerson Symphony Center, and has been broadcast nationally in several countries, 

including on National Public R._adio in the United States, Classic FM in the United Kingdom, and Radio 

France Musiques in France. Boyer's major work, Ellis Isla11d:The Drea111 ~( A111ericn, which celebrates the Ameri­

can imrn.igranr experience, has been his most successful composition to date. This work was conml..issioned 

by the Bushnell Performing Arts Center, premiered by the Hartford Symphony under Boyer's direction, and 

has been broadcast on NPR.'s SymphonyCast. In addition to his work for the concert haJJ, Boyer is active in 

the film and television industry. He was an orchestrator on three of the last films scored by the late composer 

Michael Kamen: Against rhe Ropes (Meg R.yan, Paramount), Open R,wge (Kevin Costner, Touchstone), and First 

Daughter (Katie Holmes, Fox, ,vith composer Blake Neely). Boyer's orchestration credits also include the 73rd 

Academy Awards on ABC for music director Bill Conti, and films for MGM Animation and TNT. Boyer has 

also composed original music for several short films, including Coveua11t, which played at more than twenty 

film festivals in the United States and Europe, winning nine awards, and has conducted for the Fox Network 

show Boston Public Boyer currently hold the Smith Hobson Family Chair in Music and the rank of associ-

ate professor at Claremont Graduate University, where he has taught since 1996. He also served as a faculty 

conductor at the Henry Mancini Institute for six sunU1Jers and was on the faculty of the Conductors Institute 

at Bard College in '.WOO.

TIIE R-HODE ISLAND OLLEGE EAL 

The official R.hode Island College seal, adopted in 1960, incorporates 

the anchor, a symbol of hope and of the state of Rhode Island, with the 

found111g date of the institution, 185-t. The seal was designed by Dr. Edith 

. Becker, professor emerita of art, who adapted the central flame symbol 

from the Holbrook Murals in the foyer of Roberts Hall.The flame is used 

in the murals to depict the energy chat has, over the eons, supported the 

development of all living things and has led man to his highest inteUectual 

achievements. In like manner, the flame in the Rhode Island oUege seal 

stands for the life of the body and the life of the mind, symbolizing the 

human and intellectual goals and achievements of Rhode Island Co Liege. 

THE DEL SESTO MACE 

At the 1959 Commencement Exercises, the first held on the present 

Mount Pleasant campus, Governor Christopher Del Sesco presented to 

Rhode Island College a bronze replica of the scan1e of the Independent 

Man so chat the College, which up co chat time had been located near 

the tate House, might continue its tradition of holding commencements 

and ocher academic convocations in the presence of the Independent 

Man. The Del esto Mace, designed by the noted Rhode Island sculptor 

Aristide ianfarani and crafted by the Gorham Company, has been in use 

since 1962 in all academic processions as a symbol of tradition, authority, 

and of Rhode Island College's commitment co the search for truth, 

knowledge, beauty, values, and learning. 

THEW!LLARD MEDALLION 

The Willard Medallion, a symbol of the office of the president worn at 

omcial and ceremonial occasions, links places bearing the names of the 

chief executive officers, who have led R.hode Island College since 1973, 

111 a cerling silver collar with an enamel medallion. It was commissioned 

by the Rhode Island oUege Alumni Association and designed by ilversmith 

Curtis K. La Follette, than a professor of art at the CoUege, co commemo­

rate the inauguration of Dr. Charles Borromeo Willard as the first alum­

nus to be named president of the College. 
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ACADEMIC ATTIRE 

The caps, gowns, and hoods worn at college and university funcnom date back to the Middle Ages. Monk> and 
,tudents used them to keep warm in medieval castle and halh oflear111ng. From these practical origins, they 
have developed into the accepted formal apparel which symbolize cholarly achievement. 

13accabureate gown have a long, pleated front with shirring across the shoulders and back. They are pnmanly 
distinguished by Rowing sleeves, pointed at the fingertip. These gowns may be worn either open or closed. 

The master's gown is worn open and the sleeve is cut so that the forearm comes through a slit JUSt above 
the elbow. 

The doctor's gown has rounded sleeves and velvet panels around the neck and down the front of the go\\ n, 
as well as three velvet bars on the sleeves. In recent years American un,versmes have followed the custom of 
European institutions of having doctoral gowns in the color of the u111vers1ty. 

Mortar boards or caps worn with baccalaureate and master's gowm generally have black tassels. The ta»el of 
the doctoral cap is u ually made of gold bullion. 

The hood gives color and real meaning to the academic costume. Its silk 1111111g bears the colors of the 
institution conferring the degree. The hood i bordered with velvet of a prescribed width and color to mdicate 
the field of learning to which the degree pertains.
