PATRICIA H. MARTINEZ 

Doctor of Humanities 

Patricia Martinez, who earlier this year was named executive director for Family Support and Student 

Services at Central Falls High School, is a great believer in community empowerment, an approach 

she brought to rhe Rhode Island child welfare system as director of the Department of Children, 

Youth and Families (DCYF) for the pa r six years. This philosophy of inclusiveness is evidenced by 

rhe strong partnerships he secured between the public and private sectors. As chief administrator 

of the department, Ms. Martinez worked rirele sly to shift the culture and practice within the field to 

give youth and families a tronger voice. 

Prior ro being named DCYF Director in 2005, Ms. Martinez had served as Director of Community 

Relations in the Office of rhe Governor since 2003. Prior to that appointment, she served with the 

Providence Public School Department as a director of the parent outreach program. From 1988 

through 2000, Ms. Martinez was executive director of the non-profit community-based organization 

Progreso Latino in Central Falls, where she strengthened and broadened rhe scope of that agency into 

one of the most respected multi-service immigrant organizations in the stare, while extending its ser­

vices to non-Latino immigrant groups. 

Throughout her career, Martinez has been an effective advocate for social justice through community 

organizing, promoting positive youth development, education, family engagement, and building part­

nerships with community and faith-based organizations and educational systems, to ensure the deliv­

ery of services to low-income families. 

Born in Columbia, Martinez emigrated to the United Stares at the age of 15, making her home in 

Central Falls, Rhode Island. She has a long association with Rhode Island College. A 1978 graduate 

of Upward Bound, she returned to RIC to earn her Bachelor of Social Work degree in 1986. In 1997, 

she was named to rhe Alumni Honor Roll for Social Work and in 2003 was recognized by the Alumni 

Association as recipient of the prestigious Charles B. Willard Award. Three years later, she was hon­

ored as one of "40 Outstanding Upward Bound Graduate " at the 40th anniversary of the Upward 

Bound Program at RIC. 

In addition to her BSW from RIC, Ms. Martinez also holds an associate's degree in human services 

from the Community College of Rhode Island and a master's degree in management and human ser­

vice from Springfield College. 



SANDRA M. POWELL 

Doctor of Public Service 

Sandra M. Powell is the director of the Rhode I land Department of Human Services, a position she 
has held since January 2011. Under her leader hip, the agency administers the state's major economic 
support programs including the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP), Child Care 
and Child Support Services, General Public Assistance, Medical Assistance, Temporary Aid to Needy 
Families and R.I. Works, along with other key programs for vocational rehabilitation and veterans. 

From 2008 to 2011, Powell erved as director of the Rhode Island Department of Labor and Train­
ing, overseeing workforce development, workforce safety and regulation, labor market information, 
unemployment insurance, temporary disability insurance, and workers' compensation programs for 
the state. For more than 20 years, she has worked in progressively senior positions for the Depart­
ment of Labor and Training, where she focused on delivering critical workforce and support services 
to Rhode Islanders in need, and guided the state's efforts to improve the skills of its current and 
future workforce through programs that blended state and federal funding. Her collaborative lead­
ership style resulted in such successful efforts as the launch and growth of the multi-partner Youth 
Workforce 411 System; the reorganization efforts of the netWORKri one-stop career system; and the 
joint employment incentive program known as Jobs ow RI. While Rhode Island continued ro expe­
rience record unemployment, Powell mobilized the state unemployment insurance program to meet 
the unprecedented need. 

Powell now brings the same collaborative approach to the work of the Department of Human Ser­
vices, whose support programs are in high demand as Rhode Island continues ro experience the 
effects of its recent recession and where her goal is ro work with state, federal, private, and non-profit 
partners ro streamline human services operations ro make needed benefits and services as accessible 
and effective as possible. 

Powell has served on a number of boards, including the United Way Skill Up Rhode Island Steering 
Committee, the orthern Rhode Island Tri-Community Economic Development Initiative, the Cran­
ston Economic Development Workgroup, as well as the Beacon Mutual Insurance Company board of 
direcrors. 

A lifelong Rhode Island resident and graduate of Classical High School, Powell hold a Bachelor of 
Arts from the Woodrow Wilson School of Public and International Affairs at Princeron University.

Doctor of Health Sciences 

Craig S. Stenning has made helping Rhode Islanders in need his calling and passion for 40 years. 

Currently director of the Rhode Island Department of Behavioral Healthcare, Developmental Dis­

abilities and Hospitals, Srenning applies his hands-on leadership to assure access to quality service 

and supports for Rhode Islanders with developmental disabilities, mental health and substance abuse 

issues, and chronic long-term medical and psychiatric conditions. He has frequently worked on these 

matters with various Rhode Island College affiliates, including the Sherlock Center on disabilities and 

the Addiction Recovery Institute. 

Stenning began his professional career in 1969 as director of the Cranston Law Enforcement Planning 

Agency. In 1971, he established the substance abuse treatment center known as CODAC and served 

as its CEO for 28 years. Under his leadership, the agency grew to become the state's largest outpa­

rient program. 

In 2000, he became the first executive director of the state's Behavioral Healthcare Services, which 

entailed the merger of rwo divisions-Mental Health and Substance Abuse-of what was then known 

as the Rhode Island Department of Mental Health, Retardation, and Hospitals (MHRH). In 2004, 

Stenning was also appointed acting director of the Division of Developmental Disabilities along with 

his duties in Behavioral Healthcare. 

After being appointed acting direcror of MHRH in 2008, he was unanimously confirmed by the 

Rhode Island State Senate ro lead the department, which under his leadership was renamed the 

Department of Behavioral Healthcare, Developmental Disabilities, and Hospitals in 2010. 

Stenning's work in substance abuse treatment and prevention has earned him numerous state and 

national awards, including the yswander/Dole Award for outstanding contributions in substance 

abuse treatment at rhe national level. In 2000, he was inducted into the Cransron Hall of Fame. 

Stenning has long been active in his home community. He served as chairman of the Cranston School 

Committee from 1978-82, and was a member of the Cransron City Council from 1982-92. 

Stenning earned a Bachelor of Arts in Political Science from the University of Rhode Island in 1969, 

and a master's degree in public administration from URI in 1971. His postgraduate studies include 

work at the Universiry of Miami, Yale University, and the John F. Kennedy School of Governmenr at 

Harvard University. 

His unceasing work on behalf of those affected by substance abuse, mental health issues, and devel­

opmental disabilities makes him an inspiring figure who has helped improve life for thousands of 

Rhode Islanders.

THOMAS COBB 

Presidential Medal 

To the world at large, Thomas Cobb is best known as the author of the novel Crazy Heart, which 
was adapted into an Academy Award winning film. 

To the Rhode Island College campus community, Cobb has been an esteemed professor of fiction 
writing and literature since 1987, also serving as director of the creative writing program and as 
director of the Performing and Fine Arts Commission. 

Crazy Heart garnered a best leading actor for Jeff Bridges and a best original song for Ryan Bingham 
and T-Bone Burnett. Along with screenwriter Scott Cooper, Cobb was a 2010 Scripter Award Finalist 
for Novel Adapted ro Film for Crazy Heart. The movie's Oscar celebrity helped bring much media 
attention ro Rhode Island College. Generous with this success, Cobb offered to use the Rhode Island 
premiere of Crazy Heart as a fund raiser for the English Department's Jean Garrigue Memorial Fund 
for Creative Writing. 

Cobb's collection of srories, Act of Contrition, won the 2002 George Garrett Fiction Prize. His latest 
published novel, Shavetail, was awarded both the 2009 Western Writers of America Spur Award 
(long novel) and the Texas Institute of Letters Jesse H. Jones Award for fiction. 

Cobb earned a B.A., M.F.A. and M.A. from the University of Arizona and a Ph.D. from University of 
Houston, where he studied with the late Donald Barthelme, one of America's most respected fiction 
writers. Prior to his tenure at RIC, he taught at Eastern Arizona College and in the Arizona State 
Prison System. He also wrote for a publication reporting on the country music scene, which became 
the backdrop for Crazy Heart. 

In May 2010 Cobb received the Alumni Faculty Award in recognition of his achievements as an edu­
cator and as a highly respected member of the campus community. In the fall of that year, along with 
art professor Bill Martin, he helped institute the Rhode Island College Sculpture Tour, a rotating dis­
play of large-scale sculptures throughout the campus. 

Of his writing, Cobb told one interviewer, "The reason we write fiction is to figure stuff out. You 
don't write because you know scuff; you write because you want to find something. That's what 
keeps writers going, and it sort of works for readers coo."

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THE RHODE ISLAND COLLEGE SEAL 

The official Rhode Island College seal (adopted in 1960) incorporates the anchor, a symbol of 

hope and of the rate of Rhode Island, with the founding of the institution in 1854. The eal was 

designed by Edith C. Becker, professor emerita of arr, who adapted the central flame symbol from 

the Holbrook Murals in the foyer of Robert Hall. The flame is used in the murals co depict the 

energy rhar has, over rhe age , supported rhe development of all living things and has led civiliza­

tion ro its highe r intellectual achievements. In like manner, rhe flame in the Rhode Island College 

eal stands for the life of rhe body and rhe life of the mind, symbolizing the human and intellec­

tual goals and achievements of Rhode Island College. 

THE DEL SESTO MACE 

Ar rhe 1959 commencement exercises, the first held on the present Mount Pleasant campus, Gov­

ernor Chri copher Del Sesco presented ro Rhode Island College a bronze replica of the statue of 

the Independent Man so that the college, which since 1898 had been located near the State House, 

might continue its tradition of holding commencements and other academic convocations in the 

presence of the Independent Man. The Del Sesco Mace, designed by the noted Rhode Island sculp­

tor Aristide Cianfarani and crafted by the Gorham Company, has been in use since 1962 in all 

academic processions as a ymbol of tradition and authority, as well as commitment co the search 

for truth, knowledge, beauty, values, and learning. 

THE WILLARD MEDALLION 

The Willard Medallion is a symbol of the office of the president and is worn at official and cer­

emonial functions. The medallion is appended co a presidential chain rhar bears the names of the 

chief executive officers who have led Rhode Island College since 1973. The Rhode Island College 

Alumni Association commissioned silversmith Curtis K. Lafollette, then a professor of arr at the 

college, co design the medallion and chain in commemoration of the inauguration of Charles Bor­

romeo Willard as the first alumnus to be named president of Rhode Island College. 

ACADEMIC ATT[RE 

The caps, gowns, and hoods worn at college and university functions date back ro the Middle 

Ages. Monks and students used them to keep warm in medieval castles and halls of learning. This 

formal apparel now symbolizes scholarly achievement. 

Baccalaureate gowns have a long, plea red front with shirring across rhe shoulders and back. The 

gowns are primarily distinguished by flowing sleeves, pointed at the fingertip, and may be worn 

either open or closed. 

The master's gown is worn open, and the sleeve is cut so that the forearm comes through a slit 

just above the elbow. The doctor's gown has rounded sleeves and velvet panels around rhe neck 

and down the front of the gown, as well as three velvet bars on the sleeves. In recent years Ameri­

can universities have followed the custom of European institutions of selecting doctoral gowns in 

the color of the university. Mortar boards or caps worn with baccalaureate and master's gowns 

generally have black tassels. The tassel of the doctoral cap is usually made of gold bullion. 

The_ hood gives color and real meaning to the academic costume. Its silk lining bears the colors of 

the msmunon conferring the degree. The hood is bordered with velvet of a prescribed width and 

color co 111d1cate the field of learning co which the degree pertains. 

COLLEGE COLORS 

Rhode Island College's colors are gold and white, taken from the Rhode Island state flag. In 1986 

burgundy was added as an accent color.
