Fox TV this fall

The producers of ABC's 
Who Wants to Be a Million­
aire? are bracing themselves 
for some heavy duty compe­
tition from Who Wants to 
Watch an Execution? Set to 
air this September on the 
Fox network, the new game 
show will feature death row 
prisoners answering skill­
testing questions with the 
outcome determining the 
severity of the method of 
their executions taking place 
before a studio audience. 
Fox intends to broadcast 
Who Wants to Watch an Ex­
ecution? at the same time as 
Millionaire in an attempt to 
steal viewers from Regis' 
ratings-topping program. 

Execution's executive 
producer, Melvin Silver­
stein, described his show at 
a press conference in Los 
Angeles earlier today. "Who 
Wants to Watch an Execu­
tion? will be the game show 
to kill 'em all!" he ex­
claimed. "It will have nail­
biting tension by the ton and 
gore galore! So many death 
.ro_w inmates_ ar.e_ju_st Ja1_1: 
guishjng while waiting to 
meet their maker.
