The Finance Commission 
presented a progress report from 
the ad-hoc stipend committee and 
allocated a total of $3460 to student 
organizations in their February 13 
meeting. 

The ad-hoc stipend committee 
wa established by the Finance 
Commission to draw up a more 
specific policy concerning stipends 
for members of student organiza­
tions. The chair of the committee 
Robert Finkelstein, cited lack of 
communication between Parlia­
ment and his committee as a ma­
jor reason why the committee ha 
experienced difficulty performing 
the duty of establishing guidelines 
for stipends. 

Finkelstein explained that the 
group has come up with a policy 
outline which covers duties, pay 
schedules, forfeiture clauses, and 
dollar amounts for individual 
stipends. He also said that because 
communication with the individual 
organizations involved has been 
difficult, a final policy will not be 
drawn up until the needs of the 
organizations are studied. 

Finance Commission member 
Susan Grant suggested sending a 
memo to organizations notifying 
them of a specific date and time 
which they can meet with the sti­
pend committee to discuss the 
policy. The Finance Commission 
received Finkelstein's report and 
submitted the outlined proposal to 
Parliament. 

Mark Bulger, Finance Commis­
sion chair, reminded members to 

pick up budget request packets and 
look them over so that the Finance 
Commission will be prepared to 
ask questions at the upcoming 
budget hearings February 23 and 
24. Every student organization re­
questing a budget for next year has 
to prepare a request and then at­
tend a budget hearing, where the 
Finance Commission goes over the 
request. The budget is then approv­
ed by Parliament at the annual 
budget meetings. 

Bulger said he would appoint 
teams to work together after the 
budget hearings, compiling recom­
mendations for the final budgets of 
each organization. These recom­
mendations will then be passed on 
to Parliament. Final approval of 
the budgets will take place at the 
budget meetings. 

Resident Student Association 
(RSA) received an allocation of 
$2220.00 to help defray expenses 
for the annual Spring Cotillion. 
This year's cotillion will be held 
April 12 at the Biltmore Plaza. 
RSA also was awarded $250.00 for 
prizes to be used in the February 
Fundays program that they are 
sponsoring. 

RIC GALA received $540.20 for 
an operational budget to be used 
this semester. The Personnel 
Management requested $500.00, 
but actually received $450.00 
because the Finance Commission 
included an anticipated revenue of 
$50.00. Most student budget in­
clude an anticipated revenue figure 
which is considered part of the 
budget; each organization must 
raise money in order to meet their 
anticipated revenue. 

Students Fight Cuts

There are some potentially 
devastating cuts in student aid cur­
rently being discussed in 
Washington, but some RIC 
students are fighting back. 

Jim Langevin, vice president of 
Student Parliament, and Bill 
Fazioli, member of RICPIRG and 
Parliament, are two students who 
are not taking the pre ent state of 
affairs lying down. Langevin sug­
gested that Parliament order pre­
printed postcards which urge con­
gresspersons to vote against finan­
cial aid cuts for students. 

Fazioli is helping to organize a 
campu -wide petition drive which 
starts this week, and he also is 
hopeful that RICPIRG can suc­
cessfully lobby the state legislature 
to draft a resolution opposing the 
proposed cuts. 

Langevin has ordered 1500 
postcards, but has not yet finaliz­
ed distribution plans. "Perhaps we 
will set up a table in Donovan, or 
maybe we will contact academic 
department heads and ask them to

have professors take five minutes 
out of their class time to pass them 
out to students," said Langevin. 

He also is coordinating a state­
wide effort between the 11 colleges 
in Rhode Island. "We are shooting 
for a unified effort, and hopeful­
ly, every college will use the same 
postcards that we are going to send 
out. There will also be a rally in 
front of the State House sometime 
in March," said Langevin.

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Presidential Search

Eight years ago, Dr. David Sweet 
was chosen by The Board of 
Governors for Higher Education in 
Rhode Island to be the new Presi­
dent of Rhode Island College. Un­
til his death in September of 1984, 
he led, managed, and molded the 
college so that, even now, his in­
fluence on campus can be felt in 
both subtle and direct ways. This 
is, perhaps, a good reason for 
tudents to take an interest in the 

Board of Governors' search for a 
successor to Dr. Sweet's position 
since most of them will be touched 
by whatever changes the new Presi­
dent implements. 

The Board of Governors have 
organized a Presidential search 
committee. Dr. Henry Nardone, 
Vice-Chairman of the Board of 
Governors is the Chairman of the 
Search Committee. He said the 
purpose of the committee is 
"reviewing applications, reviewing 
those ones we choose further," and 
"interviewing individual can­
didates. It's a lot of work." And 
there will be many applications to 
look at since it is, as Nardont: 
describes, a "wide open search, not 
restricted to campus, state or 
area." 
John Nazarian has began carrying 
out the Presidents' duties within 
days of Dr. Sweet's death besides 
continuing his own responsibilties 
as Vice-President of Administra­
tion and Finance. When asked if he 
was considering to officially 
become President, he simply com-

as well as a manager. The specific 
criteria is all in the ad.

students.) Like the rest of the Com­
mittee members, Jim Langevin, 
Vice-President of Student Parlia­
ment and a student representative, 
would not comment on the pro­
ceedings of the first two meetings. 
He referred all questions regarding 
the Presidential Search to Nardone, 
who, in his capacity as chairman, 
is also spokesperson for the 
members. Langevin did, however, 
state that he is part in the voting. 
He was chosen because "the Board 
of Governors wanted a student to 
attend the meetings, so Thomas 
Falcone (President of Student 
Parliament) appointed me to the 
position.'' This is not the first time 
that a student has been a member 
of the Search Committee. "A stu­
dent was present when Dr. Sweet 

was selected," said Nardone. 
Langevin, like the others, has 

only attended two meetings so far. 
''The first was organizational while 
the second meeting was for getting 
down to business," he said. That 
meeting was held in the Kelly 
Board Room inRoberts on Feb. 
18th. Whether they got "down to 
business" is unknown since the 
meeting was closed and the 
specifics of the search, at this point, 
are not being made public. 

The deadline, however, has not 
di.sclqsed. "The decision is 
somewhat flexible," Nardone ex­
plained. "We will make a recom­
mendation to the Board of Gover­
nors by the end of the Spring term 
so that the President may be here 
for the Fall term. That, however, 
is optimistic.''

For the past several years the 
Federal Goverment, big brother, 
has been doing at least one thing 
right, for a change. It has been 
returning to taxpayers, (taxpayers 
being energy consumers), their own 
tax dollars, in the form of credits, 
to solarize their homes with the 
renewable energy source, the Sun. 
At this moment, this is the only 
cost effective renewable energy 
source with a lifetime guarantee 
and not even on polluting side 
effect. 

Now through the dates February 
24-27, 1985, considered Solar 
Days, lobbying will be going on in 
Washington, D.C. to decide 
whether to extend these credits 
beyond December 31, 1985. If 
these credits are not voted to be ex­
tended, the major ·utilities will 
finally be back in power where they 
were in the early 70's, gas lines and 
all. 

To prove the point, a utility com­
pany in Barstow, California is cur­
rently using the sun to power its 
generators anti is selling the com-

modity, energy, to its customers. 
Now, New England is 90 percent 
dependent upon enery from outside 
our region, 30 percent coming from 
national sources and 60 percent 
from importss. Oil and natural gas 
are two reasons for the energy crisis 
as well as two reasons for inflation. 

The Federal Goverment 
estimates that if every American 
home were to solarize just their 
domestic hot water, that which you 
use to wash dishes, clothes, hair, 
etc., the U.S. would not need to 
import another drop of oil from 
any profit-greedy producer. With 
a savings of 180 million dollars per 
day, we might be truly secure and 
independent, especially in our later 
years. But we need these credits. As 
it stands, big brother estimates 
Americans will be 25 percent 
solarized and energy independent 
by the year 2020. Anything can 
happen to energy prices in the 
meantime. In 1985, the Depart­
ment of Energy predicts we will be 
spending one out of every four 
dollars we make·on energy, in one 
form or another. 

Solar access laws and the like are 
being initiated, but we need these 
credits to fuel effectiveness. In 

• Australia, you cannot get a 
building permit unless your plans 
include solar units. Japan boasts 2 
million solar applications now in 
use and more than 30 percent of all 
the buildings in Israel use solar ap­
plications. Germany and other 
European countries are considered • 
solar societies. 

The state of the art solar units of 
today are not using dangerous 
chemicals, only pure water. They 
will last the lifetime of the normal 
plumbing in your home. Even your 
grandfather would consider that a 
sound investment. So it's not a 
question of if we'll solarize, but a 
question of when we'll solarize. 
Please, for your own financial 
security, let your congressmen and 
women know we need the sun's 
energy before it is to be marketed 
to us as a commodity. 

The next time you gaze at a 
sunset or sunrise, in addition to ap­
preciating its beauty, see also if you 
can't take advantage of it's power 
as well as showing yours.

I must confess, 80's Teenage• 
Angst/Lust/Histrionics films are a 
genre with which I am thankfully 

·~· unfamiliar. TURK 182, however, 
is a hybrid of sub-genres, and 
simultaneously the better and 
worse for it. On the plus side , there 
is no sexual rampaging or 
scatological humor. On the minus 
side, this is squeaky-clean, oppor­
tunistic television fare. The PG-13 
is achieved when a TV-interviewed 

1 irate father says, "They should 
kick the shit out of..." in reference 

• to various characters involved. As 
the slighted c·haracters watch their 
TV, exhibiting their shock to such 
language (tlie result of sluggish cen­
sor bleeps), the audience gets a 
cheap thrill. This is about the ex­
tent of the morally questionable 
material in TURK 182. The rest of 
the film is just plain questionable. 

Ever since Sean Penn and·Matt 
Dillom hit the scene, every teen­
targeted film issued from 

1 Tinseltown seems to include, or be 
comprised of, one of two formulas. 
One: show as many jiggly female 
torsos ~s possible and make sure 
the underdog proves to his peers he 
can score. Two: the badass loner 
turns out to have a heart of gold 
and is a Bohemian philosophical 
genius, to boot. I don't know if it 
opted for the latter, albiet in 
stunted form. It's too bad that he 
seems obliged to make this effort 
as antiseptice as an episode of 
HIGHWAY TO HEAVEN. The 
woefully pedestrian camerawork is 
on the same level as the script. 

The film opens with Terrence 
Lynch (Robert Urich) doing a 
handstand on the countertop of a 
modest New York nightspot called 
Hooley's Bar. Amid approving 

clamor, he pauses for a swig of 
suds before continuing his 
alcoholic's version of breakdanc­
ing. Grandstanding finished, Terry 
saddles up to the bar and his 
brother Jimmy (Timothy Hutton) 
joins him. A little Hispanic girl 

• asks if anyone knows Spanish. 
Terry does, and half-cocked, runs 
off to save the girl's sister, ensconc­
ed in a burning building. Terry is 
a fireman, off-duty. Just as he's 
about to open to shout for aid, in 
burst the on-duty hosers, who 
spray the two, straight through the 
window and down onto the roof of 
a station wagon. The slow motion 
fall is Indeed spectacular and the 
movie would have been fine if it 
ended here. It doesn't. 

' Terry is blackballed from receiv­
ing a pension for his sustained in­
juries, since he was drunk and off 
duty at the time. Urich plays his 
part with uncharacteristic credibili­
ty. Doting brother Jimmy is played 
by Timothy Hutton with a com­
plete lack of credibility. (A French 
painters' cap and a repertoire of 
calculatedly ill-chosen shirts 
doesn't make one an artiste.) 
Enraged over Terry's callous 
mishandling, Jimmy runs to see the 
genre's token underhanded politi­
cian. Robert Culp, as Mayor John 
J. Tyler, proves to be typically 
detestable from the onset, and we 
watch, with restrained glee, each 
new antic that Jimmy performs to 
irritate him. Yes folks, this is the 
plot of TURK 182: Angry young 
man defends wounded sibling, 
brings the city to its knees, becomes 
a national hero, angers the NYPD, 
and scores his social worker instead 
of some bimbo. To explain the ads, 
depicting a "Mr. Cool" version of 
the usually nerdish Hutton posed 
in front of a news headline: Jim-

gravate Mayor Wonderful. He 
signs his name "TURK 182". The 
not-so-esoteric reason for this 
choice of pseudonym is, of course, 
explained. 

This has got to be one of 1he 
most contrived movies to come 
along since THE KARATE KID. 
What business does Hutton have 
playing a pseudo-intellectual street 
urchin? (RISD is in New York? 
Since when?) Defacement of 
municipal and federal property 
makes you a hero. (On what 
planet?) A mayor isssues an all­
points alert for this "terrorist". A 
police cpmmissioner actually 
shoots at qur hero. Yes, all this oc­
curs and more. 

The movie's only real saving 
grace is Peter Boyle as bad guy 
Commissioner Ryan. Boyle seems 
determined to tak Anthony 
Perkins' ,place as no. I screen 
psycho. It's the escalating chase 
after Jimmy that gives TURK 182 
its get up and cheer power. The cast 
of this schematic, though entertain­
ing, little ·film is straight out of 
Made-for-TV Movieland and 
should serve as a warning to more 
discriminating moviegoers. If 
you're going to bring the wife and 
kids or attempt a sexual conquest 
in the back row, this is a goodie. 
It's safe and obvious enough for • 
the whole family. It's trendy and 
obvious enough to neck shameless-
ly without missing anything crucial. 
In other words, when you see 
TURK 182, you can make out and 
still enjoy the movie. I suspect 
that's what this movie was really 
made for, anyhow, since true graf-
fiti artists could care less about a 
movie with no poor people or loud 
music in it. 
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Mandatory Liberal Arts 
Maj.or

The Curriculum Committee met 
on February 15 to discuss a pro­
posal that would make it man­
datory for every stutlent to take a 
30 hour liberal arts major. Willard 
Enteman, Provost and Vice Presi­
dent for Academic Affairs, propos­
ed this plan to the committee. 
Enteman stated that the current 36 
credit General Education prograw. 
does not provide the necessary 
depth in the various areas of study 
to ensure that ever~ graduate of 
RIC will be liberally educated. 

Immediately after the propossal 
was introduced, many expressed 
concern oveF the procedural pro-

.., blems such a program might entaiL 
Some of the major concerns were 
that if such a program ever came 
into existence, what would the ef­
fect of 30 more required hours be 
on students in various majors; and 
also, would courses that fill more 
than one requirement (for instance, . 
one course counting to fulfill a 
general education requirement and 
a requirement for a major) be 
allowed to reduce a student's 
course load? Pamela Jackson, of 
the Sociology department, brought 
to the committee's attention that a

proposal of this nature may force 
out of existence certain non-liberal 
arts majors that are currently 
offered. 

Many educational and 
• philosophical questions concerning 
the proposal also arose. Spencer 
Hall, English department represen­
tative, stated that there is no 
guarantee such a requirement 
wo4Jd ensure ii graduate would be 
liberally educ'ated. The committee 
spent a half-hour struggling with 
the problem of how to define what 
a liberal education is and what 
makes a person liberally educated. 
Mr. Enteman suggested that the 
college institute a standardized test 
to be given to incoming freshmen 
and at their graduation to help 
measure the educatiorial progress 
of students and decide if they are, 
in fact, liberally educated. The 
committee also discussed how this 
program would fit into the educa­
tional philosophy of RIC. There 
was much debate over the issue of 
whether RIC is a liberal arts institu­
tion or a "multi-purpose" 
institution. 

Because these questions could 
not be fully addressed in the two 
hour meeting, it was. decided that 
the proposal was not ready for mo­
tion and should be placed on the 
agenda for next month's meeting.
